Mr. Box’s interest in music began at an early age.  He was active in both school and church music programs from Elementary through High School.   At the age of 13 he was chosen to be the Choral Director and Song Leader at the Central Baptist Church of Euless, TX.  During his time with the church his choirs received top honors at the World Baptist Youth Conference and Choir Competition for 5 consecutive years.  Upon completion of High School Mr. Box began his formal training in music at The University of Texas at Arlington, where he graduated with a Bachelors Degree in K-12 Music Education.

In 1986, Mr. Box began his teaching career in McKinney, TX where he taught both Elementary and Middle School music.  Mr. Box came to Max Bruner Middle School in 1988 as the Choral Director.  

For the last 16 years Mr. Box has been at Bruner Middle School.  During his tenure at Bruner, Mr. Box’s choruses have regularly received Superior Ratings at the District I Florida Vocal Association Music Assessments.   His students have also consistently received Superior Ratings in both Solo and Ensemble MPA.  Over the past 15 years approximately 30 students have been selected to participate in the Florida All-State Chorus.

Mr. Box was one of the first choral teachers in Okaloosa County to begin using technology in the choral class room.  He continues to use computer assisted theory and ear training, music scanning, and CD technology to enhance the study of choral music.  Mr. Box presently maintains the Richbourg Chorus website, www.geocities.com/richbourgchorus, to give students a musical resource to use at home.  His interest in technology has allowed him to volunteer his services to area arts websites including the District I Florida Vocal Association website.
