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Communication

 

There will be regular letters and fliers sent home to keep parents up-to-date on the many activities of our Chorus program. Students are expected to deliver these to their parents immediately. On the Student/Parent information sheet, please include your e-mail address and indicate whether or not you wish to receive these letters and fliers via e-mail as well.

 

As parents, you will always be notified about scheduled events as soon as they are confirmed, which in most cases is months in advance. The level of awareness you have is dependent on your child’s responsibility of giving letters and notices to you.

 

I wish to be accessible to parents and students in the most convenient ways for all of us. Please feel free to contact me at any time if you have a question or a concern. My phone numbers and e-mail will be included in each letter sent to you. Please always feel free to stop by the chorus room or schedule a conference any time you wish to speak to me. 

 

Performances

 

Chorus is a performance-based class. The work we do every day in class is preparation for the final product, which is our performance of the music. Music performance is a necessary extension of the learning process.

 

Most of our performances and activities take place after school hours and are considered to be co-curricular (required), not extra-curricular (optional). Students are expected to attend all Chorus performances. Your chorus is your team, and it relies on you to promote its success.

 

Additional, not required, performance opportunities are available to students with a 2.0 GPA or higher. Please see the Handbook page marked “Honor Chorus Programs” for information about these opportunities.

 

Student Objectives & Classroom Management

 

All chorus students at Richbourg Middle School are expected to promote the success of their ensemble. Through hard work and support of one another, we can accomplish all that we desire.

Chorus Grading Policy

The purpose of choral music at Richbourg Middle School is to provide students with experiences in basic vocal techniques and part singing.  Content of each choral class enables the students to develop basic fundamental skills in vocal tone production, choral performance techniques, music literacy, and music appreciation.

Grades in chorus will be determined through a point system. There are three categories each worth a certain percentage of the total grade. These categories and their weights are listed and explained below:

I. 50% of total grade: Daily Participation, Attitude, Behavior, and Effort

Students will begin each day with 19 points. It is up to the student to see if they are able to keep their 19 points by obeying rules and meeting classroom expectations. If a student does not lose any points in a week, he/she will receive a 95 for that week.

Students will lose points for not meeting the expectations listed on the previous page.

Students are also given opportunities to earn extra points by answering questions in class, making excellent group contributions, and through other special activities.

THE BELOW PERCENTAGES MAY CHANGE, DEPENDING ON THE NUMBER OF PERFORMANCES OR TESTS THERE ARE IN A GIVEN NINE WEEK PERIOD.  Sometimes there will be more performances than tests and vice versa.

II. 25% of total grade: Written Grades, Singing Tests, and Musical Skill Tests

Students will have written assignments weekly as well as written tests and singing and musical skills tests.

III. 25% of total grade: Performances and After School Rehearsals

(If there are no or few performances in a nine weeks period, this part of the grade may count less and written grades will count more).

Attendance at all concerts is required. There will be 1-2 concerts per Semester. We will also have after school rehearsals before every performance, which are also required. If a student is present, on time, and performs, he/she will receive a 100 for that concert or rehearsal. If a student is absent he/she will receive a 0. Tardiness or inappropriate behavior will result in points being deducted from the concert grade. Inappropriate dress will also result in a 0.

Concert dates will be sent home at least 2-3 weeks in advance. Students are responsible for informing their parents and arranging transportation. Students must inform Mrs. Brock at least one week prior to a practice or concert if there is a conflict. Only illness or family emergencies will be excused and a written note from the parent must be given for the absence to be considered as excused. If an absence is excused (at the discretion of Mr. Box), it will not affect his/her grade. A singing test on the concert music will be given to replace the grade for that concert.

CONFLICTS

Students should be able to participate in a variety of school activities.  Conflicts in scheduling school-related activities are inevitable.  The following guidelines will be used to resolve these conflicts:

1.  Conflicts must be avoided through advanced, cooperative planning by school personnel.

2.  Notify the director and other teachers of the conflict as soon as possible.

3.  The director and teachers involved will work out the conflict with the help of the principal and notify the student of the modified schedule.

4.  A Performance or Game should take precedence over a practice or rehearsal.

5. School-related activities will take precedence over non-school related activities.  (These conflicts will be handled on an individual basis)

 

CHORUS CLASS RULES

1.  Be seated and ready to work when the bell rings.

2.  Bring ALL necessary materials to class.

3.  There is to be NO talking once class has begun.

4.  Be courteous and have respect for others and their property.

5.  Do your personal grooming outside of the classroom.

6.  DO NOT use equipment without permission. (Piano, keyboard, computer)    



7.  Stay out of off-limits areas unless instructed by director. (Office and closet areas)

8.  Food or Drink of any kind is NOT allowed in the chorus room.

9.  Make only POSITIVE comments!  See director PRIVATELY if you have any 
complaints.

*Students participating in extra (not required) programs will receive packets of information pertaining to these events as we begin the preparation process. Look for these packets at least one month in advance of the dates on this calendar.

FUND-RAISING POLICIES
The purpose of fund-raising is to provide necessary funds for music, educational festivals and trips, clinics and general operational expenses.  This is done with a variety of fund-raising events in which the students may participate.  When we have a fund-raiser the profits from that fund-raiser go into the general fund.  

1. Fund-raisers are strictly voluntary.  They are designed to benefit not only the total chorus program but each individual student.  Chorus students can earn credit toward a personal account with specific fund-raisers designated by the Richbourg Chorus Parents.

2. For the safety of your child, we ask that you not allow your child to solicit patronage door-to-door without being accompanied by an adult.

3. Any questions concerning a fund-raising activity can be directed to either the choral director or the Chorus Parents fund-raiser Chairperson.

4. On fund-raisers requiring and order form, it is imperative that the form is turned in on the specific date or dates set by the Director.

5. When the orders have been received by the Chorus Parents Organization, you will be notified when orders will be dispersed.  We ask that parents are available when possible to ensure that the items received match the items ordered on the sale sheet.  Parents are financially responsible for any items taken home from the chorus room.  (excluding returns)

6. Money owed to the Richbourg Chorus is due on or before the dates specified by the Director.

7. We prefer that money be turned in by check or money order, NOT CASH, if possible.  If parents could place one check or money order for the total amount owed in either the envelope included with the order or a letter envelope with the child's name and amount enclosed printed clearly on the front.   

Uniforms

We want to look as good as we sound at all of our concerts and to have a consistent, professional looking appearance that enhances our performances.  

Concert dress for the 7/8 Grade Boys consist of black tuxedo pants, white tuxedo wing collar shirt, royal blue cummerbund & bowtie, black socks, and black shoes.  Dress shoes are best, but all black leather athletic shoes are acceptable as long as lighter colored soles have been blackened. The complete boys’ uniform can be purchased through the chorus for $39.00 or you can purchase it on your own at one of the local formal wear shops.

Concert dress for the 7/8 Grade Girls consist of a royal blue, long dress and black dress shoes.  Shoes with oversized chunky heels, boots, or sandals are not acceptable.   Uniform dresses may be purchased through the chorus for $54.00.  We have a very limited number of not dresses that can be rented from the chorus for $20.00. This assessment will be used to purchase other dress and to maintain the small number that we have at this time.

Concert dress for 6th grade students consist of a red, polo shirt with the Richbourg Chorus logo on the left side, navy blue docker style pants, and black shoes. Dress shoes are best, but all black leather athletic shoes are acceptable as long as lighter colored soles have been blackened.  The polo shirt can be purchased through the chorus for $15.00.  We are presently looking for a place in Crestview that will carry the pants for us.  Walmart, Old Navy (Santa Rosa Mall) and other retail stores carry the navy blue docker style pants.
