Freshman Autobiographical Incident Paper

Directions: In a three to five page paper, you are to narrate a memorable incident in your life, and reflect on the lesson of that incident. Your paper should be typed, double-spaced, and in a standard twelve point font with standard one inch margins.

Points to Remember:

-Introduction: Your introduction should be one paragraph and introduce the general topic of your narrative; it should end with a general statement of the lesson you will show you learned. Your purpose needs to be clear so you know which details to select and show vividly. 

-Body: The body paragraphs of your essay should be the narrative of the incident itself.  In this section, your details need to be vivid and selected with care.  Also, in addition to showing your details vividly, you need to reflect on your thoughts and feelings as you go, so that you set up the final reflection in the end when you explain the lesson you learned.

-Conclusion: Your conclusion should be a reflection on the lesson you learned from your incident.  It should be at least ten sentences long and show how you draw the conclusion you do, and explain why this lesson is interesting or important.

Note: These words are reminders and you should look to your notes and things you learned in class for more specific instructions.  Also feel free to see me before or after school for help.
