Greek Gods Essay

Directions: You are to write a five-paragraph literary analysis essay. Your essay should be typed and double-spaced in a standard twelve-point font.  It should answer the following question:

If we take the Greek gods as they are presented in Bernard Evslin’s Heroes Gods and Monsters of the Greek Myths as examples, does pride seem to be primarily a positive or negative character trait?

Other points to remember:

1. Your thesis statement must be the last sentence of your introduction.

2. You must quote the work to support your points. You should have a minimum of two quotes per body paragraph. (Remember quotes are any words that you pull out of the work; they are not just those passages with quotation marks around them.)

3. Embed your quotes.

4. Don't use "you" or "I" in this essay.

5. Give your essay an original title.

6. Refer to the specific notes, instructions, and examples I have given you in class.

7. An essay that is done properly will probably be from three to five pages in length.

8. Use MLA format.
