GROUP REPORT:

1. One meeting before the scheduled presentation,

a. Submit a computer printout of your solution.

b. Use the back page of a used paper.

c. Do not enclose them in a folder.

d. Let us preserve mother earth.

2. During the scheduled report,

a. Give a computer printout of your solution to the non-presenting groups.  One sheet per group.

b. Write all answers at the back page of a used paper, like posters, calendars, etc, before the scheduled presentation.  You will paste them in the blackboard.  You are not allowed to write anything in the blackboard, unless it is for explanation purposes.  

c. Write them in size readable to the students at the back seats.

d. Before the presentation, the group will give me their rating sheets:  one sheet per member.  They will rate among themselves as to how each of them helps in the preparation of their report.  A maximum of 5 points will be earned.

e. An assigned member will explain their answers within 15 minutes.  

He is not allowed to read their solutions.  We know how to read them.  We are after how you arrive at those answers.

For long solutions, explain only the difficult portion to meet the time limit.

3. The question and answer period:

· Maximum of 30 minutes

· Maximum of 4 Qs

· Maximum of 10 minutes for each question and their answers.

 If nobody will ask Q due to pakikisama, or if it will not reach 4 Qs within the 30-minute period, I will then ask one Q to a non-presenting group member, using the lot system.  If unanswered, 2 points will be deducted from their group rating.

Before Q will be asked, a member, using the lot system, will be chosen to answer the Q.  A joker drawn means the group is freed of one question.

If a member is called, he should stand up.  A question will then be asked.  No coaching is allowed.  

If the asker is not satisfied with the answer, he may ask a follow-up Q.  After a series of Qs, the asker is still not satisfied with the answers; the other members can now help.

If a member refuses to answer, he will be given a zero for such presentation.

4. After the question-and-answer period, the non-presenting groups should rate the presentation, 1 rating per group.  The basis will be on the answers given to the questions being asked.  Do not consider those unclear things, which were not asked.  It will be unfair to the presenting group.  They are not SUPERMEN.  They cannot read your mind.

(Note:  If you noticed the ratings, you can earn a maximum of 10 points.  After all group presentations, they will simultaneously be added to your score.)

5. After the group ratings, the teacher will ask one question from the non-presenting groups, using the lot system.  2 points merit will be earned for correct answers.  Or, 2 points demerit for incorrect answers.  This question will check whether the non-presenting groups are also prepared or not.

6. In case you are absent during your presentation, you will not earn the 5 points given by the non-presenting group.

7. One point demerit for each violation of the above rules, like going beyond the allotted 15-minute presentation.

8. I will only be a coordinator throughout the discussion.  I will not make any stand as to the correct answers, so as not to influence the ratings.
