You will have 2-3minutes to prepare for this scene. Divide up the parts and briefly discuss how you will perform this conversation in front of the class. When you are finished, come into the classroom and stand in the front ready to begin your scene. After your scene is completed, switch seats with the other group of “actors.”

Setting: The kitchen of Christopher’s house.

Father: And what have you been up to, young man?

Christopher: I went to the shop to get some licorice laces and a Milky Bar.
Father: You were a long time.

Christopher: I talked to Mrs. Alexander’s dog outside the shop. And I stroked him and he sniffed my trousers.

Rhodri: God, you do get the third degree, don’t you. So how are you doing, captain?
Christopher: I am doing very well, thank you.
Rhodri: What’s 251 times 864?

Christopher: 216,864. Is that right?

Rhodri: [laughing] I haven’t got a bloody clue.
Father: I’ll stick one of those Gobi Aloo Sag things in the oven for you, ok?

Christopher: OK.
Rhodri: So, it looks like Parky stitched them up, then?
Father: Well, those circuit boards looked like they’d come out of the bloody arc.

Rhodri: You going to tell them?

Father: What’s the point? They’re hardly going to take him to court, are they?

Rhodri: That’ll be the day.

Father: Best to let sleeping dogs lie.
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
