Final Project

Directions: Select a group of students no larger than 4, to create a movie version of the novel The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-time.  

Your Task: You are to complete each of the following 6 tasks as a group. They are each essential parts of the movie making process; you will have 3 days of in class time and 2 days over a weekend to create your project.  On the following Monday we will be final presentations.  

1. Create a script for a scene from the novel.  Make sure it includes: staging directions, scene setup, and cast dialog.  This script should be at least 3 pages long, written in Times New Roman font and double-spaced in 12-point type.

2. Next you will submit a cast list fro your movie, you may use celebrities or famous actors in your cast choices.  You must explain why you have selected each actor for his or her role.  Pretend that I am a studio executive or an independent investor for your film project and you are writing me a proposal for your actor budget.

3. You must design costumes and choose locations for your movie. You will submit costume sketches and set designs for this part of your task, you may use computer graphics.  

4. Who would you have produce and direct your film?  Submit a one-page explanation for your choices. Would you make your film a big-budget studio production or an independent project? Why?

5. Prepare a trailer for your movie. If you cannot film it, create a power point presentation or draw storyboards of the action. Include any dialogue in writing, and with your visual aid, pitch your film project to the class. This presentation should be 3-5 minutes.

 Finally, create a soundtrack for your film. You may use CD tracks, play your own music, use a mixing program on the computer, or write your own songs. It is up to you. You must submit your soundtrack with a scene list so I know where you plan to use music. Good Luck On Your Project!!!!
