Unit Plan
In Their Shoes
Objective: For students to relate their understanding of the assigned reading by creating a journal entry. Each student will place themselves in the shoes of a character form the novel.

Next, students will be asked to place themselves in the shoes of one of the following characters: Christopher, Christopher’s Father, Christopher’s Mother, Mr. Shears, Mrs. Shears. In a journal entry, describe your feelings know that you know the truth. This should be at least a page. You will have the period to complete it. Try your best to use the voice and language of the character you are portraying.

Closure: Students will be asked to hand in their journal entries and to read to page 125 over the weekend.
