Unit Plan
Christopher’s Way
Objective: For students to relate their understanding of the assigned reading by creating a visual representation of how Christopher sees the world and navigates through it. Each student will place themselves in the shoes of Christopher. They will use chapters173-181 as a guide for their creation.

Time Frame: One 42-minute class period.

Materials needed: Curious Dog Book, scissors, markers, crayons, construction paper, old magazines.

Grade and Class Level: 9th grade Regents level class.

Sequence of Activities: Do Now: Complete the following 3,2,1 activity (3-5) minutes.

1- Way Christopher orients himself

Next, students will be asked to place themselves in Christopher’s mind and try to create a visual representation of his travel route to his mother’s home. Students will use all the materials listed above and have no constraints except to finish by the end of the period.

Closure: Students will be asked to hand in their maps and to answer the following questions for homework: Have you ever felt like you were missing out on something? Explain the situation, circumstances, or event, and then tell me how this instance made you feel. How is how you felt similar to Christopher’s experience traveling? Their response should be at least a page. It will be due in class tomorrow.
Assessment: Students will be assessed through their homework assignment, their map, and the 3, 2, 1 activity.
