Unit Plan
When Voice Matters
Objective: For students to relate their understanding of the assigned reading to the concepts of narrative voice and tone as well as the physical structure of words on a page. 

Time Frame: One 42-minute class period.

Materials needed: Curious Dog Book, pen, pencil, notebook, chalk, chalkboard.

Grade and Class Level: 9th grade Regents level class.

Sequence of Activities: Do Now: Complete the following 3,2,1 activity (3-5) minutes.



3- ways Christopher organizes what he sees



2- challenges that he faces

1- Way Christopher feels when he is in a populated place.

· Next, students will be asked to place themselves in Christopher’s mind and visualize what happens in his mind when he is faced with the general public. 

· Students will then have 20 minutes to skim through the reading for class and to write down their observations of the physical structure of Christopher’s narrative. They will the do the same for the tone of voice used and the type of narration. 

· When the analysis and research has been completed, we will discuss their findings as a class. (5-10 minutes) What were some commonalities in the text throughout these 21 pages? How are Christopher’s emotions reflected in the text? How does the voice in the text effect our understanding of what Christopher’s life is like?

Closure: Students will be asked to hand in their observations from the text. They will be asked to read pages 177-198. 

Assessment: Students will be assessed through their 3,2,1 activity, their observations from the text and their answers to the questions I pose during discussion.
