Unit Plan
Life Gets In The Way
Objective: To evaluate students’ progress and level of comprehension in the novel and to stress the importance of reading comprehension.

 Time Frame: One 42-minute class period.

Materials needed: Curious Dog Book

Grade and Class Level: 9th grade Regents level class.

Sequence of Activities: 

· We will continue reading the novel up to page 212. Students who volunteer to read passages will receive extra points towards their next assignment.(30 minutes)

· Next, Students will be asked to consider the following questions:

1) How does Christopher interpret his dreams and why do we see emoticons again?

2) Christopher finds out that he cannot take his A-Levels, the one Exam he has be looking forward to for the entirety of the novel thus far. What would you do and how would you feel if life got in the way of your dreams? Relate your response to Christopher’s reaction and feelings.

Closure: Students will hand in their responses to the above questions and will be asked to finish the book for homework.

Assessment: Students will be assessed on their comprehension of the reading based on their short essay. Highest possible grade for this essay is a 20 out of 20.
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
