Lesson 2: Vocabulary

Unit Plan
Create-A-Search
Objective: For students to utilize vocabulary from the text, or the book cover, to complete a word search. Students will define, synthesize, and apply their new found knowledge to complete this exercise. 

 Time Frame: One 42-minute class period.

Materials needed: Copies of the novel The Curious Dog, a dictionary, the hand-out, pen or pencil, notebook, blackboard, chalk. 

Grade and Class Level: 9th grade Regents level class.

Sequence of Activities: 

· Students will be directed to blackboard to complete a Do Now activity. Do Now: Write your response in your notebook.

Imagine that you had a characteristic, whether mental, physical, emotional, or disfigurement that made it hard for you to communicate with society. How would you feel being an “outsider” or being “different”? How would you overcome your difference? (3-5 Minutes)

· Once this task is completed students will discuss their responses as a class. All students will be encouraged to share their responses but will not be required to. (5-7 minutes)

· Next, we will review the hand-out and I will answer any questions the students may have about their assignment.(2-3 minutes)

· Students will then pair off and begin their task. They will have the next 15-20 minutes to work on their definitions and word lists.

· We will then come back together as a class and compile a combined vocabulary list during the last 10 minutes of class. Students will copy this list into their notebooks and be required to learn all 20 words.

· Students will then be asked to complete their word searches for homework and hand it in on Friday. There will be a test on the Vocabulary List in a week

Closure: Students will be instructed to complete their word searches for homework. They will be instructed to write a quick summary of Chapter 2 and bring it in to class the following day. They will be told about the quiz scheduled for the following week.

Assessment: Students will be assessed on their understanding of the assignment through their completion of the word searches and definition worksheet. They will also be evaluated through the quiz they will take the following week. The word search will be graded out of a possible 20 points and the 20 question quiz will be graded out of a possible 100 points.
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
