You will have 2-3minutes to prepare for this scene. Divide up the parts and briefly discuss how you will perform this conversation in front of the class. When you are finished come into the classroom and sit at an empty desk facing the front of the room.

Setting: You are in a police station at 1:12 am. 

Father: [shouting] I want to see my son. Why the hell is he locked up? Of course I’m bloody angry.

 A Policeman is trying to calm Father down. A few minutes later there is silence. Then the policeman walks over to Christopher’s cell and lets him out. Christopher is face to face with his father.

Inspector: I don’t think there will be any need for that. [Pointing at a tape recorder on the table] I have spoken to your father and he says that you didn’t mean to hit the policeman. Did you mean to hit the policeman?

Christopher: Yes.

Inspector: But you didn’t mean to hurt the policeman?

Christopher: No. I didn’t mean to hurt the policeman. I just wanted him to stop touching me.

Inspector: You know that it is wrong to hit a policeman, don’t you?

Christopher: I do.

Inspector: Did you kill the dog, Christopher?

Christopher: I didn’t kill the dog.

Inspector: Do you know that it is wrong to lie to a policeman and that you can get into a very great deal of trouble if you do?

Christopher: Yes.

Inspector: So, do you know who killed the dog?

Christopher: No.

Inspector: Are you telling the truth?

Christopher: Yes. I always tell the truth.

Inspector: Right. I am going to give you a caution.

Christopher: Is that going to be on a piece of paper like a certificate I can keep?

Inspector: No, a caution means that we are going to keep a record of what you did, that you hit a policeman but that it was an accident and that you didn’t mean to hurt the policeman.

Christopher: But it wasn’t an accident.

Father: Christopher, please.

Inspector: If you get into any more trouble we will take out this record and see that you have been given a caution and we will take things much more seriously. Do you understand what I am saying?

Christopher nods in recognition. Communicating that he understands what the Inspector has just told him.
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
