Remember, your email to the group goes to everyone in it and may even be forwarded on to others within a club.  Please sign up.  I expect that all clubs will have at least one liaison in the group.  This will be your form of communicating Horse Management throughout the region.  I do encourage all others interested to sign up.  If you have been getting emails from me about Horse Management, you will need to sign up to continue getting them.  Remember you can always unsubscribe if it is something you feel is not beneficial to you.  I would sign you up but you have to do that yourself.

You can also use the group to share what your club does or uses with all others on the group.  You can ask questions and get many responses from those on the group that can offer input.

Examples:

· Maybe you were doing some research and you came across an interesting/ informative website that you would like to share with others.

· Maybe as an upper level Pony Club member you have written up a study guide for yourself and would be willing to share it with others attempting an upper level rating.

· Maybe your club just had a conformation clinic.  Someone may have taken pictures and notes that they would be willing to share.

· Maybe your club uses a safety check sheet at each safety check in conjunction with the mounted meetings.  This sheet could be sent out on RMRHM and be available to other clubs within the region.

There are endless possibilities.

I would like to use the group as a sounding board for the Rocky Mountain Region Horse Management Handbook Draft.  This will continue its progression that is fit for the region.
