General Information

! 

Tech & registration starts two (2) hrs prior to start of events and must be complete (½) one half hr prior to start of event
! 

Each vehicle must pass tech inspection before it will be registered for the day’s events
! 
  
Must have  tech sheet signed by a tech official to complete
! 

$25 dollar entry fee for truck & driver only  (Extra pit passes available at pit gate)
! 

All waivers & consent forms must be signed
! 

All drivers must attend pit meeting (no exceptions)
! 

All drivers will be allowed to walk track prior to event start (prior to 1st event)
! 

Must have a minimum helmet rating of  Snell 95/dot 218 with eye protection
! 

Seat belts are required - 5 point harness required in all classes except stock
! 

Neck brace required  
! 

Eye protection required 
! 

No open toed shoes allowed
! 

Single layer fire retardant suit and shoes HIGHLY RECOMMENDED
! 

No riders allowed at anytime.
! 

Each vehicle must have at least 1 working brake/tail light
! 

No loose objects or parts in or on vehicle
!   ANY CONTESTANT, PIT CREW OR PIT SPECTATOR FOUND WITH ALCOHOL , THE COMPLETE TEAM [DRIVER ,  CREW, & ALL OTHER MEMBERS] WILL BE DISQUALIFIED IMMEDIATELY AND ESCORTED OFF THE PREMISSES. NO ALCOHOL WILL BE ALLOWED IN PIT AREA OR SOLD TO ANYONE WITH A PIT BAND. NO ALCOHOL IN THE PIT AREA PERIOD.  
Races Rules:

Track officials will determine a course, which may consist of jumps, bumps, mogul, mud, crushed cars, ECT. To test the drivers skill & ability
1. 
All race vehicles must stay on predetermined course or a penalty will be assessed
2. 
All vehicles must be in staging one minute after officially called to staging area - In event of tech. difficulties a vehicle may be moved to last in line to run to be determined by Track official
3. 
Each run will consist of multiple race vehicles on the course for 3 laps
4. 
Heat races will be ran to determine qualification and line up for main event
5. 
Stopwatches will be ran to determine fastest loser if needed


6. 
Field may be inverted at any time
7. 
Hitting any non-course item (poles, other vehicles, DOT barriers may result in a disqualification).
8. 
Course may be altered at anytime for safety purposes.
9. 
All runs must be made in forward gear.
10. 
All race vehicles must slow to an idle after finish line and before entering the pits. Failing to do this WILL RESULT IN A DISQUALIFICATION.
11. 
If not able to compete in any round, a Track official must be notified before called to staging.
12. 
If broke or a roll over occurs, remain strapped in and seated until official arrives. DO NOT TRY TO CONTINUE RUN AFTER A ROLLOVER.
13. Red flag  means that  all vehicles will stop immediately or be disqualified - Race will continue as soon as it is safe. 
14. Black flag means -  vehicle causing hazards MUST exit the track immediately. 

15. WATCH for YELLOW flags - Caution ahead! - proceed past yellow at idle speed

16. Only Track officials allowed on track during competition.
Vehicle Specifications:

STOCK CLASS:

17. 
All Vehicles must be factory production with complete body

18. 
Must have at least 1 working tail light

19. 
Vehicles with removable, fiberglass, or soft tops must have 4pt roll bar  HIGHLY recommended  for all vehicles
20. 
Battery securely fastened

21. 
All windows must be rolled down

22. 
Lift kits allowed but must be bolt on stock configuration application

23. 
Multiple shocks allowed but must be stock configuration

24. 
NO nitrous, alcohol, blowers or super chargers unless factory installed

MODIFIED CLASS

1. 


All vehicles must have fenders and hoods that resemble stock production. Fiberglass allowed.

2. 


Body must cover 90% of frame at the start of the race. Accidents do happen.

3. 


No tube frames allowed
4. 


Must have at least a 4pt roll cage welded to frame. .095 minimum thickness for tubing.
5. 


All open top vehicles or fiberglass tops must have at least a 6pt-roll cage welded to frame covering the driver's compartment. .095 minimum thickness for tubing.
6. 


5pt harness required 

7. 


All open top vehicles must have approved cover or netting above the driver compartment. 

8. 


Any race vehicle without permanent doors must have a steel safety bar (.0.90 DOM tubing minimum) and protective covering from the driver's elbow down. 16 gauge steel or Lexan

9. 


Window nets are required on all vehicles on driver's side window
10. 

No loose objects allowed in/on vehicles.

11. 

Engine may be set back 15% of total wheelbase from stock location.

12. 

Radiators that are not mounted in front stock position must run electric fans.

13. 

Limited to single 4-barrel style or smaller carburetor. EFI systems allowed.

14. 

Shut off switch in back of vehicle clearly marked with label --- on/off

15. 

Fire wall required between engine and drivers compartment.
16. 

Rear shielding highly recommended / required if radiator is located in back of vehicle.
17. 

All non-factory fuel cells must be approved by Track officials and must have anti-spill valve.

18. 

No fluid line of any kind in driver compartment unless completely shielded from driver.

19. 

Production high-octane fuel permitted.

20. 

No nitrous oxide, alcohol, or nitro methane allowed.
21. 

No blower or super chargers allowed unless it is factory installed.

22. 

Cable throttle only with dual return springs.

23. 

2 1/2lb fire extinguisher required. 

24. 

All doors with permanent glass must be rolled down.

25. 

All batteries MUST be bolted down. Battery must be securely mounted with 2 mounting points and covered in a marine style battery box if it is not in factory position.
26. 

Trans brake or staging devices not permitted
27. 

Lengthening or shortening of frames approved on case by case bases for safety factors 
28. 

Cantilever and/or compound suspensions not allowed.
29. 

All drive shafts must be painted white (easy to locate when they fall off).

30. 

Shock mounts may be altered but wheel travel may not exceed 14" of travel
31. 

Shocks that are remotely adjusted from the drivers’ compartment or while the vehicle is in motion are not permitted.
32. 

Coil over shocks and multiple shocks kits are allowed

33. 

Rear steering not allowed.
34. 

4 link suspensions in rear only.


35. 

Front suspension must remain stock configuration. After market upgrades are allowed

36. 

Must use production type steering box.

37. 

All 4 brakes must lock up evenly (no bias controls)

38. 

No steering brake of any kind.

39. 

All tires and rims must be DOT approved. (Cutting is allowed).

40. 

Tow hooks in front and rear recommended.
41. 

Must have a number plate mounted on both sides behind the cab of the vehicle so that it is in plain view for the scorers.

PRO CLASS








1. 

All vehicles must have fenders and hoods that resemble stock production. Fiberglass allowed.

2. 

Body must cover 90% of frame at the start of the race. Accidents do happen.

3. 

Must have at least a 8pt roll cage welded to frame. .095 minimum thickness for tubing with gussets at all corners and intersections..
4. 

5pt harness required 

5. 

All open top vehicles must have approved cover or netting above the driver compartment. 

6. 

Any race vehicle without permanent doors must have a steel safety bar (.0.90 DOM tubing minimum) and protective covering from the driver's elbow down. 16 gauge steel or Lexan

7. 

Window nets are required on all vehicles on driver's side window
8. 

No loose objects allowed in/on vehicles.

9. 

Radiators that are not mounted in front stock position must run electric fans.

10. 
Shut off switch in back of vehicle clearly marked with label --- on/off

11. 
Fire wall required between engine and drivers compartment.
12. 
Rear shielding highly recommended / required if radiator is located in back of vehicle.
13. 
All non-factory fuel cells must be approved by Track officials and must have anti-spill valve.
