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The author in this article says that more than half of all alcohol in the United States is consumed by underage drinkers and by adults who are excessive drinkers. Underage drinkers consumed 4.21 billion drinks a month. Underage drinkers spent about $ 22.5 billion on alcoholic beverages.  The author said that if all underage drinking stopped and everyone else limited their consumption to two drinks a day the spending of alcohol would go from $ 116.2 billion to $ 56.9 billion. Drinking at an early age is a big public health problem. Kids are starting to drink at a younger age 14. The younger you are when you start drinking the more problematic the habit can be come. There’s a research that shows kids who start drinking before 21 are more likely to have alcohol problems than if they had waited. Kids who start drinking before 15 are more likely to become alcoholics. Youngsters who drink alcoholic beverages are more likely to consume other and more effective drugs. She says that parents need to get involved in the fight against underage drinking. They also suggest increasing taxes on beer, wine and spirits and placing restrictions on advertising and marketing.
