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In this article they say that teens tend to drink more towards the end of the year with graduation, prom and summer vacation. They find this an appropriate time to celebrate and drink. They also state that parents have a great influence on their Childs decisions and they can also prevent underage drinking and driving under the influence of alcohol. They say only one drinking episode can be fatal. Car crashes are the leading cause for teen deaths. Out of all theses crashes 36% of 15-20 are alcohol related. They tell parents to speak to their teens about drinking on a daily basis. Sometimes teens tend to ignore the consequences of drinking because they can get away with this during events such as prom night. They said if a teen decides to drive under the influence of alcohol he or she is violating the zero tolerance law, this means that their driver’s license will be taken away if caught. However the teen can face fines for alcohol consumption this leaves the parent of the underage drinker responsible. The cars insurance is usually canceled and can only be bough back at its highest rates. They say that its not enough just telling teens not to drink, you should let them know of all the dangers and the consequences. They say alcohol has a greater effect on the teen’s mental and physical well being than on adults because teens are still developing. Teens who talk to their parents about drinking are less likely to drink, or if they do drink there more likely to call home for a ride. 


I do think that most adolescence tend to drink more toward the end of the school year with prom and summer vacation fast approaching. But also a lot of teens also drink during the year some on a daily basis others maybe just on the weekends. I do think that parents have a great influence on their child decisions about drinking. Parents really should talk to their child on a daily basis about drinking or driving under the influence. I find the zero tolerance law very appropriate and its consequences are perfectly understandable. But I don’t think that the parents should be responsible of paying the fines I think that the underage drinker who decided to drink should work and pay of his own fine. Canceling the insurance and raising the price is a good idea maybe this will teach adolescence not to drive under the influence of alcohol.
