That it self shows 
it’s importance in human life, be it in the field of music, chemistry, medical science, mathematics etc.  Some of the 
meanings are as follows: to make a decision, to reach a decision, to decide or express a formal vote, to separate into its 
constituents, to change or convert, to find a solution, to remove or dispel doubts, to bring a successful solution, resolve a 
conflict, cause of reduction, cause a tone, to separate racemic compound into optically different constituents, rendering a 
visible distinguishable part of an image, to separate vector in coordinate system, to melt or dissolve something, reaching a 
decision or determination on a proposal, to undergo resolution, a firmness of purpose, a determination for a fixed purpose, a 
formal decision of deliberate body.
