THE FIVE GLORIOUS MYSTERIES

I) THE RESURRECTION

OUR FATHER

1. Now on the first day of the week Mary Magdalene came to the tomb early, while it was still dark, and saw that the stone had been taken away from the tomb.

2. So she ran, and went to Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and said to them, "They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not know where they have laid him." Peter then came out with the other disciple, and they went toward the tomb.

3. Then Simon Peter came, following him, and went into the tomb; he saw the linen cloths lying, and the napkin, which had been on his head, not lying with the linen cloths but rolled up in a place by itself.

4. But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb, and as she wept she stooped to look into the tomb; and she saw two angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus had lain, one at the head and one at the feet.

5. They said to her, "Woman, why are you weeping?" She said to them, "Because they have taken away my Lord, and I do not know where they have laid him." Saying this, she turned round and saw Jesus standing, but she did not know that it was Jesus.

6. Jesus said to her, "Woman, why are you weeping? Whom do you seek?" Supposing him to be the gardener, she said to him, "Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have laid him, and I will take him away."

Jesus said to her, "Mary." She turned and said to him in Hebrew, "Rab-bo'ni!" (which means Teacher).

7. Jesus said to her, "Do not hold me, for I have not yet ascended to the Father; but go to my brethren and say to them, I am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God."

8. Mary Magdalene went and said to the disciples, "I have seen the Lord"; and she told them that he had said these things to her.

9. On the evening of that day, the first day of the week, the doors being shut where the disciples were, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said to them, "Peace be with you.” When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side. Then the disciples were glad when they saw the Lord.

10. Jesus said to them again, "Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, even so I send you."

II) THE ASCENSION

1. To his followers, Jesus presented himself alive after his passion by many proofs, appearing to them during forty days, and speaking of the kingdom of God.

2. And while staying with them he charged them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father, which, he said, "you heard from me,

3. for John baptized with water, but before many days you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit."

4. So when they had come together, they asked him, "Lord, will you at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?" 

5. He said to them, "It is not for you to know times or seasons which the Father has fixed by his own authority. 

6. But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria and to the end of the earth."

7. And when he had said this, as they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight. 

8. And while they were gazing into heaven as he went, behold, two men stood by them in white robes, and said, "Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into heaven?

9. Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go into heaven."

10. And they returned to Jerusalem with great joy, and were continually in the temple praising God.

III) THE COMING OF THE HOLY SPIRIT UPON MARY AND THE APOSTLES

1. When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place.

2. And suddenly a sound came from heaven like the rush of a mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.

3. And there appeared to them tongues as of fire, distributed and resting on each one of them.

4. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 

5. Now there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men from every nation under heaven.

6. And at this sound the multitude came together, and they were bewildered, because each one heard them speaking in his own language.

7. And they were amazed and wondered, saying, "Are not all these who are speaking Galileans?

8. And how is it that we hear, each of us in his own native language?   

9. We hear them telling in our own tongues the mighty works of God.

10. This Jesus God raised up, and of that we all are witnesses. Being therefore exalted at the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, he has poured out this which you see and hear.
IV) THE ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY
1."Finally the Immaculate Virgin, preserved free from all stain of original sin, when the course of her earthly life was finished, was taken up body and soul into heavenly glory.
2. And exalted by the Lord as Queen over all things.

3. So that she might be the more fully conformed to her Son, the Lord of lords and conqueror of sin and death."
4. The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin is a singular participation in her Son's Resurrection
5. And an anticipation of the resurrection of other Christians: 

6. “In giving birth you kept your virginity; 


7. In your Dormition you did not leave the world, O Mother of God.

8. But were joined to the source of Life.
9. You conceived the living God. 
10. And, by your prayers, will deliver our souls from death.”

V) THE CORONATION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY
1. From among the descendants of Eve, God chose the Virgin Mary to be the mother of his Son.
2. "Full of grace", Mary is "the most excellent fruit of redemption"

3. From the first instant of her conception, she was totally preserved from the stain of original sin and she remained pure from all personal sin throughout her life.

4.  The Virgin Mary "cooperated through free faith and obedience in human salvation"

5. She uttered her yes "in the name of all human nature" By her obedience she became the new Eve, mother of the living.  

6. Mary is truly "Mother of God" since she is the mother of the eternal Son of God made man, who is God himself.

7. "Finally the Immaculate Virgin, preserved free from all stain of original sin, when the course of her earthly life was finished, was taken up body and soul into heavenly glory. And exalted by the Lord as Queen over all things.
