THE 5 SORROWFUL MYSTERIES

I) THE AGONY IN THE GARDEN

--OUR FATHER

1. And Jesus came out, and went, as was his custom, to the Mount of Olives; and the disciples followed him. And when he came to the place he said to them, "Pray that you may not enter into temptation."

--HAIL MARY

2. And he withdrew from them about a stone's throw, and knelt down and prayed, "Father, if thou art willing, remove this cup from me;

3. Nevertheless not my will, but thine, be done."

4. And when he rose from prayer, he came to the disciples and found them sleeping for sorrow, and he said to them, "Why do you sleep? Rise and pray that you may not enter into temptation."

5. While he was still speaking, there came a crowd, and the man called Judas, one of the twelve, was leading them. He drew near to Jesus to embrace him;

6. But Jesus said to him, "Judas, would you betray the Son of man with a kiss?"

7. Then Simon Peter, having a sword, drew it and struck the high priest's slave and cut off his right ear. The slave's name was Malchus.

8. Then Jesus said to him, "Put your sword back into its place; for all who take the sword will perish by the sword.

9. Do you think that I cannot appeal to my Father, and he will at once send me more than twelve legions of angels? But how then should the scriptures be fulfilled, that it must be so?"

10. Then Jesus said to the chief priests and officers of the temple and elders, who had come out against him, "Have you come out as against a robber, with swords and clubs? When I was with you day after day in the temple, you did not lay hands on me. But this is your hour, and the power of darkness."

II) THE SCOURGING AT THE PILLAR

1. Then they seized him and led him away, bringing him into the high priest's house. Now the men who were holding Jesus mocked him and beat him; 

2. They also blindfolded him and asked him, "Prophesy! Who is it that struck you?"
3. And they spoke many other words against him, reviling him. 

4. They said, “If you are the Christ, tell us." But he said to them, "If I tell you, you will not believe; But from now on the Son of man shall be seated at the right hand of the power of God."
5. Then the high priest tore his robes, and said, "He has uttered blasphemy. 
6. And some began to spit on him, and to cover his face, and to strike him, saying to him, "Prophesy!"
7. And the guards received him with blows.

8. Then they led Jesus from the house of Ca'iaphas to the praetorium.  Pilate said to him, "So you are a king?" Jesus answered, "You say that I am a king. For this I was born, and for this I have come into the world, to bear witness to the truth. Every one who is of the truth hears my voice."
9.  Pilate said to him, "What is truth?".  After he had said this, he went out to the Jews again, and told them, "I find no crime in him.  But you have a custom that I should release one man for you at the Passover; will you have me release for you the King of the Jews?"  They cried out again, "Not this man, but Barabbas!" Now Barabbas was a bandit.

10. Then Pilate took Jesus and scourged him.
III) THE CROWNING WITH THORNS
1. Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the praetorium, and they gathered the whole battalion before him. And they stripped him and put a scarlet robe upon him.

 2. And plaiting a crown of thorns they put it on his head, and put a reed in his right hand.
3. And kneeling before him they mocked him, saying, "Hail, King of the Jews!"

4. And they spat upon him, and took the reed and struck him on the head.

5. Pilate went out again, and said to them, "See, I am bringing him out to you, that you may know that I find no crime in him.”
6. So Jesus came out, wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe. Pilate said to them, "Behold the man!"

7. When the chief priests and the officers saw him, they cried out, "Crucify him, crucify him.
8. Now it was the day of Preparation of the Passover; it was about the sixth hour. He said to the Jews, "Behold your King!"

9. They cried out, "Away with him, away with him, crucify him!" Pilate said to them, "Shall I crucify your King?" The chief priests answered, "We have no king but Caesar."

10. Then he handed him over to them to be crucified.

IV) THE CARRYING OF THE CROSS

1. And when they had mocked Jesus, they stripped him of the robe, and put his own clothes on him, and led him away to crucify him.
2. So they took Jesus, and he went out, bearing his own cross, to the place called the place of a skull, which is called in Hebrew Golgotha.

3. And as they led him away, they seized one Simon of Cyrene, who was coming in from the country, and laid on him the cross, to carry it behind Jesus.
4. And there followed him a great multitude of the people, and of women who bewailed and lamented him.

5. But Jesus turning to them said, "Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for me, but weep for yourselves and for your children.

6. For behold, the days are coming when they will say, `Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that never bore.
7. Then they will begin to say to the mountains, `Fall on us'; and to the hills, `Cover us.'
8. For if they do this when the wood is green, what will happen when it is dry?"
9. Two others also, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death with him. And when they came to the place which is called The Skull, there they crucified him, and the criminals, one on the right and one on the left.
10. And when they had crucified him, they divided his garments among them by casting lots; then they sat down and kept watch over him there.
V) THE CRUCIFIXION AND DEATH OF OUR LORD

1. It was the third hour, when they crucified him.
2. One of the criminals who were hanged railed at him, saying, "Are you not the Christ? Save yourself and us!"

But the other rebuked him, saying, "Do you not fear God, since you are under the same sentence of condemnation?

And we indeed justly; for we are receiving the due reward of our deeds; but this man has done nothing wrong."

And he said, "Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom."
3. Jesus said to him, "Truly, I say to you, today you will be with me in Paradise."
4. It was now about the sixth hour, and there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour,

5. When Jesus saw his mother, and the disciple whom he loved standing near, he said to his mother, "Woman, behold, your son!” Then he said to the disciple, "Behold, your mother!" And from that hour the disciple took her to his own home.

6. And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, "Eli, Eli, la'ma sabach-tha'ni?" that is, "My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?"(Psalm 22)
7. After this Jesus, knowing that all was now finished, said (to fulfil the scripture), "I thirst."
A bowl full of vinegar stood there; so they put a sponge full of the vinegar on hyssop and held it to his mouth.
8. Then Jesus, crying with a loud voice, said, "Father, into thy hands I commit my spirit!" And having said this he breathed his last.
9. And behold, the curtain of the temple was torn in two, from top to bottom; and the earth shook, and the rocks were split; the tombs also were opened, and many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were raised,

and coming out of the tombs after his resurrection they went into the holy city and appeared to many.
10. When the centurion and those who were with him, keeping watch over Jesus, saw the earthquake and what took place, they were filled with awe, and said, "Truly this was the Son of God!"
