Dear Future AP Environmental Science Student,
I am very pleased to have you as a member of what promises to be an excellent class.  I just wanted to get in touch with you before the course begins so that you might understand what you are getting into and what you might expect to get out of it.

Because Fairmont Preparatory Academy is focused on college preparation, we offer many AP and IB courses.  It is of vital importance that you choose your classes and your activities wisely.  There are only so many hours in a day and you need to be careful as to not over-tax yourself.

A large part of this course will be our field study.   This work will take place at least one Saturday each month.  Students are to treat this as a part of the course and need to understand that attendance is expected (and thus, mandatory).  Students will also be earning community service credit for these activities. We will be restoring a habitat in Santiago Oaks Park.  This park is located along Santiago Creek, the main tributary of the Santa Ana River in Orange County.  It is managed by the County of Orange, Harbors, Beaches and Parks division.  On March 11, 2007, a vegetation fire started near the Windy Ridge Toll Plaza of the 241 Toll Road. Fueled by heavy winds and dry vegetation, the fire spread in a southwesterly direction, burning 2,036 acres. It burned 90 percent of Santiago Oaks Regional Park.  

The students of Fairmont Preparatory Academy will work with naturalists from the Environmental Nature Center, a restoration ecologist from The Nature Conservancy, and the rangers at Santiago Oaks to assist nature’s restorative processes by removing invading non-native species and planting native plants.  The students will learn about the importance of biodiversity, habitat restoration, and fire ecology as they perform community service to improve the Park for both wildlife and humans

It is important for you to consider why you are taking this course.  If your primary reason is a desire to accept and tackle a difficult intellectual challenge, to take a superior course, and/or just to take and “pass” the AP exam, then AP ES at Fairmont Prep can help you meet these goals.  If, on the other hand, your primary goal is to obtain credit for a biology course, then you should contact the colleges to which you are likely to attend and find out if they accept AP courses for credit.  It is important to note that only at Liberal Arts Colleges will a 4 or a 5 on the AP exam potentially exempt you from the Major’s introductory Environmental Science class.  At large Universities, a 4 or a 5 is will only potentially exempt you from the introductory course offered to non-majors.  You should also bear in mind that even if you score high on the exam, you may elect to take Environmental Science in college.  We will have some great labs, but we cannot match college facilities.

To be successful in this class you must understand and accept unusually heavy demands on your time and energy.  There is a tremendous amount of material to cover, a lot of work to do and very little time available, even with the new arrangement of the block scheduling.  Each student and parent should not be surprised by course requirements that are in excess of what you expect of a normal Advanced course.  It is not unusual for a student to be responsible for several levels of assignments at the same time.  For example, there will be regular reading assignments, labs to write up, occasional articles to read and summarise, and a quiz or exam for which to prepare.  Also, some students accustomed to making A’s will make B’s or even lower on tests and start to doubt themselves, their teacher and the course because they forget that they are taking a college level course with standards higher than usual.

In my estimation, the greatest challenge is the requirement that my students remain consistent throughout the year.  In regular courses, a bright, high-ability student can let his or her effort slide a little from time to time and make up for it with a big push right before the test.  Other students may work very hard for one semester and then may let their efforts slide in the spring.  These strategies will threaten even the most gifted student’s chances of passing the AP exam.
Although extra-curricular activities should be chosen wisely, past AP students have been able to participate fully in athletics, student government, clubs and student publications, but they need to plan their time carefully.  The athletes in particular are prone to missing many classes.  They should be aware of their game schedule and keep me notified of anticipated absences.

Also, the priority you give the course is important.  I know that many of you are taking more than one AP/IB course.  Your priorities are your business, but please remember that 4’s and 5’s are very hard to get and require great effort, as does an A in this class.

Once you have read this letter carefully, please sign it and have your parent(s)/guardian(s) sign it below, and show it to me on the first day of school when you turn in your Summer assignment.
