Fairmont Preparatory Academy AP Environmental Science: Summer Assignment 2007


There are two parts to this assignment, with the second building off the first.  Therefore, start immediately (plus, I promise- it’s a really great book)!  This is due on the first day of school and will form at least a part of your final exam.  Read the directions carefully.  Failure to follow them will detract from your grade.
During the beginning of the summer, you will read “Confessions of an Economic Hitman” by John Perkins (available at Amazon.com and a bookstore near you List price: $15.00). 
Write a 500- word reflection on this book, and its relevance to Environmental Science.  This reflection should also address your reaction to the book and what it means for you (especially with reference to our upcoming class).  Use this reflection to begin your ScrAPES book

For your ScrAPESbook, you may use a 3-ring binder, or bound notebook.  Follow these instructions:
1. You will find 8 large (>500 words) newspaper articles related to Environmental Science (one per week).  These must be current, if you are on vacation, look in the local paper.  Non-English articles from foreign newspapers will be accepted only in Spanish or French (English language newspapers are usually available).  Cut the article out and attach each to the left-hand page of the ScrAPESbook in such a way that it does not stick out of the ScrAPESbook when it is closed. Write the bibliographic reference for the article at the top of the page. 

· You may not use articles from magazines. 

· You may not print from the web. 

· You may not photocopy.
  You may use from daily newsprint only.
2.   Summarise each article using at least 100 words; if you have more to say, by all means- say it! The articles should be neatly cutout and taped/glued/displayed with the summary facing its article. Summaries may be neatly handwritten or typed, and will only be accepted in English. 

3.   Following your summary, write a thoughtful one page analysis of each article.  Emphasize the relevance to our course (use your textbook as necessary).
4.   Include a "Table of Contents” in which you number the articles; and list the title, source, and date of each article.
