PART 1   New Perspectives Labs: Do Steps lesson of Web Pages & HtML
PART 2 – Create a Web Site Using MS Word as web authoring software. Make it a site that promotes a make-believe business that sells goods and/or services
1. Open Word. Click View / Web Layout. 

2. Use Format menu to choose background color.
3. Type a welcome & intro in Times New Roman or Arial. Type 2 words or phrases for linking
4. Use Insert / Picture to get 1 clip art. Also insert Word Art if you wish. Size graphics appropriately.
5. Save this home page as index.htm and as file type: Web Page (.htm, .html)
6. Create 2 other pages according to your ideas in #2. Save with any name you choose. On each of these pages, insert 1 graphic and 1 external link (e.g. to Google or to another business) 

7. Go back to your home page. Highlight each linking phrase and click the Link button on toolbar.

8. Browse for the correct pages for linking.

9. Test your links by opening a Web browser. Click File / Open and browse to your index file. Once your home page is up, you can test both internal & external links on all your pages.
10. Bonus: Create 2 more pages linked to home page, with a graphic and an external link 

OR Create 1 more linked page (e.g. FAQ) with 2-3 bookmarks for navigating up & down
11. When you are finished, copy your Web page files AND each page’s graphics folder to your Week 13 folder on your floppy disk. (Each graphics folder will have the same name as the page. For instance, your index page will have a yellow graphics folder named index_files.)
