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Be It Enacted By The Princeton Model Congress 
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	Preamble: Whereas embryonic stem cell research promises medical advancement including treatments for many Diseases that are otherwise incurable, and seeing as current restrictions inhibit this advancement and thereby compromise the lives of many Americans;

Section 1: Two hundred and fifty million additional dollars will be allocated toward funding embryonic stem cell research in addition to the current 250 million for a total of 500 million dollars a year.

Section 2: All current funding used to enforce Executive Order 13237will be reallocated to funding all strands of embryonic stem cells.

Section 3: Additional funding for this bill will be provided by a 1.5% tax increase on the sale of cigarettes.

Section 4: Any extra revenue generated from this cigarette tax will be added to the national budget.

Section 5: This bill will go into effect 91 days after passage.




� Title should be descriptive but not overly specific


� The preamble is the only place in the bill in which you may present an argument; the rest of the bill simply states what you are doing (not why)


� If a bill requires funding, you must specify where the monies will come from.


� And, since it’s difficult to allocate precisely the right amount of money, you make sure to explain what will happen to the excess.


� Every bill must end in an enactment clause. Make sure you allow enough time for the changes you have proposed to be put into place.
