FIELD LOCATIONS—Spring 2006
Ambassador – in Madison Heights, the south side of Thirteen Mile, east of John R.  The park is across the street from the Meijers store.

Bedford – in Southfield; two blocks north of Twelve Mile on Lathrup Boulevard, which is one block east of Southfield Road.

Bywood – in Clawson; at Clawson City Park, on the north side of Elmwood (14-1/2 Mile) on Bywood, between Main and Crooks Roads.  The Bywood field is in the northwest corner of the park, directly north of Clawson Stadium.

Catalpa – in Southfield; the Catalpa field complex is directly behind the Oakland County Health Department Building on the southwest corner of Catalpa (11-1/2 Mile) and Greenfield Roads.  Lots of lot parking to the west of the building.  This complex has U10 through U19 fields.

Churchill – in Royal Oak; south side of Girard (12-1/2 Mile), two blocks east of Rochester Road.  It is directly across the street from Churchill CEC.

Clawson City Park – in Clawson; on the north side of Elmwood (14-1/2 Mile), midway between Main and Crooks Roads.  A large parking lot splits the park into two halves; the U10/U12 field is entered from the west side of this parking lot.

Clawson Middle School – in Clawson; on John M, three blocks north of Fourteen Mile, west of Main Street.  The field is on the north side of the Middle School/High School building.
Clawson Stadium – in Clawson; the stadium is on the southwest corner of Clawson City Park, at the intersection of Elmwood (14-1/2 Mile) and Bywood Streets.

Dickinson – in Royal Oak; one block north of Thirteen Mile Road, one block east of Greenfield Road.

Elks – in Royal Oak; on the north side of Normandy Road (13-1/2 Mile), two blocks west of Crooks.  Please park in the parking lot if possible.

Exchange – in Royal Oak; west side of Campbell Road, about ¼ mile north of Thirteen Mile Road.  There is a parking lot right on Campbell Road for the park.

Flynn – in Pleasant Ridge; east off of Woodward, three blocks south of the I-696 service drive.
Ford School – in Hazel Park, the address is 1620 East Elza, 6 blocks north of Eight Mile Road, between Dequindre and I-75.

Grant – in Royal Oak; south side of Fourth Street, east of Main Street.  
Greenleaf – in Madison Heights; south of Twelve Mile, three blocks east of John R.
Harding Park – in Hazel Park/Ferndale; east of Hilton/Campbell, on the south side of the I-696 service drive.
Hunter – in Clawson; at the first traffic light north of Fourteen Mile Road on Main Street, turn right (east—the street name is Fisher Court—This is the street directly south of the Clawson Public Library.)  Follow the street east to its end—this is Hunter Community Center.

Hurley Field – in Berkley; also known as the Berkley High School Stadium.  The stadium is behind Anderson Middle School, just south of Catalpa (11-1/2 Mile) and west of Coolidge.
Japhet – in Madison Heights; two blocks north of Thirteen Mile, on Dorchester Street, which is one block east of Campbell Road.

Kimball South—in Royal Oak; on the east side of Kimball High School, in the fenced in area directly north of the Lexington/Quickstad parking lot.  Kimball HS is on Lexington Boulevard, two blocks north of Thirteen Mile Road, on the east side of Crooks Road.

Marks Park – in Royal Oak; between 2nd and 3rd Streets, at Blair,  about four blocks east of Campbell Road.

Martin Road Park – in Ferndale; on Woodward Heights (9-1/2 Mile); several blocks east of Hilton (Campbell), on the south side of the street.

McDonald/Grant Park – in Clawson; two blocks north of Fourteen Mile, on Grant Street, east off of Rochester Road.

OakRidge – in Royal Oak; on the east side of OakRidge Elementary School, which is on the southeast corner of Thirteen Mile and Rochester Roads.

Oxford 1 & 2 – in Berkley; several blocks south of Catalpa (11-1/2 Mile) on Cambridge, between Coolidge and Greenfield Roads.  Next to Oxford Community Education Center.  

Pebble Creek—in Southfield; on American Drive; south side of the I-696 service drive, west of Franklin Road.  The park is directly west of the Army Reserve Center.
Quickstad – in Royal Oak; directly east of Kimball High School.  The fields are between Lexington and Normandy (13-1/2 Mile).  There is street parking on Normandy, or parking in a lot at the south end of the park.  In fall 2005, the U12 field is closest to the parking lot, with the U8 fields starting with 1 (closest to the U12 field) heading toward the north.
Red Run – in Royal Oak; on the north side of Girard (12-1/2 Mile), between Rochester and Campbell Roads.  

Rosies  -- in Madison Heights; north of Eleven Mile on Hales Road, between Dequindre and John R Roads.  Adequate lot parking at the elementary school south of the park.

RO Kenwood – in Royal Oak; about two blocks south of Gardenia/Catalpa (11-1/2 Mile), and three blocks east of Campbell.  Street parking only.

Southfield U8 – in Southfield; at the elementary school on the east side of Lahser, at about 11-1/2 Mile.
Starr 1 & 2 – in Royal Oak; south side of Thirteen Mile, between Main and Crooks Roads.  

Thompson – in Southfield; on the north side of Lincoln (10-1/2 Mile), west of Greenfield.  There is plenty of parking in the Schoenhal Elementary and Thompson Middle School lots.

Tyndall – in Oak Park; about four blocks south of Eleven Mile, between Tyler and Gardner Roads (either can be taken south to the field).  The streets are about midway between Coolidge and Greenfield Roads.  There is a school/community education building there.

Upton – in Royal Oak; 1 block west of Coolidge, one block south of Fourteen Mile.  The field is in the northwest corner of the school lot.  Street parking, or lot parking on the north side of the school.

Whittier – in Royal Oak; two blocks north of Eleven Mile, midway between Main and Campbell Roads.  The north-south street on the east side of the park is North Alexander; the east-west street on the north side of the park is East Farnum.

Worden C(enter), E(ast), W(est) – in Royal Oak; two blocks north of Thirteen Mile on Lexington Road, east of Crooks.  The fields are behind Lindell Ice Arena and the Total Soccer Dome, directly south of Kimball High School.  Worden West is the field closest to Crooks, Worden Center is behind the ice arena, and Worden East is closest to the RO School Board Building.
