ROSRA Referee information
ROSRA (Royal Oak Soccer Referee Association) assigns referees for youth games in Berkley, Clawson, Ferndale, Madison Heights, Royal Oak, and Southfield.  To work youth games in these leagues, you MUST be a member of ROSRA.  You become a member by being a USSF-certified referee, at least 12-1/2 years of age, and paying your annual membership dues ($15 a year, good for spring and fall seasons).

The spring 2006 season runs from Saturday, April 22nd through Sunday, June 18th.  There are no games on Memorial weekend.

All new/rookie referees are limited, because of experience, in the games they may work.  New referees will begin with U12 house assistant referee positions, and work into U7/U8 center referee positions (depending on referee age).  

Returning referees will be assigned games based on their experience; you may NOT “move up” in game level without talking to the referee scheduler (me!) first!  

Referees may NOT work games that may have a family connection; for example, if a younger sibling plays U7C soccer in ROYSA, you may not work U7C games for ROYSA, but you CAN work U7G or U8C or U8G games in ROYSA, or U7 games in Berkley, etc.  Family includes parents/siblings/children, and includes players/coaches/managers/etc.

There are two ways to join ROSRA and be assigned games:

1)  Use the attached MSWord document “Referee Information Sheet” or print out the “Referee Information Sheet” at the ROSRA website (www.geocities.com/rosra2000). Fill out the form and mail it with your annual membership dues ($15 to “ROSRA”) to me at:

by March 31st.  You can then send in your availability using the attached form by email (preferred) or snail mail.  Or send a note/email with your preferences (days of the week and times, or specific dates and times), along with your field preferences (you can work in any or all of the leagues ROSRA assigns referees for), and any family connections (include league--ROYSA, BYSA, etc.; age group—U12C, U8G, etc.; and team name) by either email to cmcmurphy@hotmail.com or in the envelope with your form.  ***Please do NOT tell me that you are ALWAYS available—nobody is, and this will actually limit the games you are assigned.  Through experience, referees who give explicit availability are much more likely to show up for their assignments!***  I will then assign you to games based on your availability/preferences/experience, and email you your game assignments AFTER I receive your membership form and dues or by April 9th, whichever comes LAST.

OR

2)  You can come to the open referee sign up on Sunday, April 9th, from 1-3PM, place TBA (call, email, or check the ROSRA website for location).  There you can fill out the paperwork, pay your dues, and schedule your games (based on your availability and experience) yourself.  Note:  The available games at Open Sign Up are the “leftovers” I had after assigning referees to games—and about 85-90% of the referees are now asking to be scheduled into games BEFORE Open Sign Up.  If you have limited availability, or specific field preferences, or just want to work several games in a row, option #1 is your best bet.  But it’s your choice.  If coming to Open Sign up, please be sure to bring a PENCIL WITH AN ERASER *and* a calendar with your current obligations already on it.  

***Referees are responsible for keeping track of their own game assignments!***  Also, if you cannot make an assigned game, YOU are in charge of finding a replacement (someone with your ref level or higher) AND notifying me of who the replacement is BEFORE the game occurs!

After open signup, but before the season begins (yes, a very narrow window), all ROSRA referees will receive a referee packet with specific division rules, pay schedules, ROSRA guidelines, referee list, etc.  KEEP THIS PACKET IN YOUR REF BAG!  Also that week, you will receive an email with all of the still open games for the season…you can try to pick up a few more games that way.

Also, every Sunday night during the season, an email will go out to all referees listing the “who’s who” for the week so everyone can double-check their schedules, along with an open games list for the upcoming two weeks.  The email will also include any information/issues that may have come up during the week.  Please READ the email all the way through, and double-check your schedule!
