ATHLIT VIGIL

The heavens were kind to us: on Jan. 11, after days of almost constant rain, the sun came out for a few hours as we climbed the Carmel hillside for our traditional solidarity vigil overlooking Military Prison 6.

Participants included refuseniks, some only recently released from prison, others who had been among the first to register their refusal as far back as the seventies. Groups and individuals came from different parts of Israel, and represented varying and sometimes conflicting views. But we all shared the wish to express solidarity with the seven men (not all held at Athlit) currently serving sentences for their refusal to take part in repression of the Palestinian people, or for declining outright to enlist in the army. The protest took on a particular urgency coming as it did mere hours after the barbaric IDF onslaught on the Raffah refugee camp that bulldozed homes and left dozens of Palestinian families homeless.

At the vigil, Yesh Gvul spokesperson Ishai Menuchin reported that the number of reservists who have contacted our hot-line to notify their refusal now exceeds 400 !

Yesh Gvul is publishing a new leaflet for distribution to soldiers. The leaflet urges soldiers to refuse to commit war crimes, and calls for an end to the occupation - for Israel's own good. The text includes a new serious demand for a "peace dividend" - A REDUCTION OF MILITARY SERVICE (currently at 3 years for men, 2 for women). 

On Sunday January 27th Yesh Gvul will kick off the new leaflet by distributing it simultaneously to soldiers at bus stations, universities and other locations throughout Israel. We call on anyone willing to take part in the campaign to get in touch with us.
