I. Election of 1800

A. Adams v. Jefferson

B. Federalist weak because of alien and sedition acts.

C. Federalists were split over not going to war with France.

D. U.S. had spent a large amount of $ for Navy – now not being used.

E. Whispering campaign against Jefferson claimed he

1. Robbed a widow’s trust fund.

2. Slept and fathered children w/ slaves.

3. Attacked by church for being an atheist.

II. Revolution of 1800

A. Jefferson (Republicans) wins support in south and west – barely wins NY w/ help of Aaron Burr.

B. Republicans instructed electors to vote for Jefferson and Burr causing tie.

C. Goes to house of reps

1. 36 ballots

2. On final ballot some federalist abstain – giving election to Jefferson.

3. Hamilton may have argued on Jefferson’s behalf – Burr blames him.

D. Was considered a revolution because of peaceful transfer of power.*

III. Federalist Finale

A. Federalists elitist party – lots of talent

B. Stabilized America after revolution.

C. Henry Adams “Federalists were a halfway house between the European past and the American future.

D. Federalists lost power because they failed to keep up with progress – unwilling to appeal to the common people.

IV. Jefferson Inauguration 4 March 1801

A. 1st in Washington 

B. walked to swearing in home spun coat – spurned to trappings of aristocracy

C. wanted to unify people – “We are all Republicans, We are all Federalists.

D. Jefferson widower – daughter hostess for events.

E. Did not appear in congress – sent clerks.

F. Reversed stand on many issues once in office.

G. Good politician – able to get what he wants.

H. Republicans became less united as Federalist opposition weakened.

V. Jefferson’s Restraint

A. Sedition acts expired.

B. Naturalization Act of 1802 reduced time it took to become citizen back to 5 years.

C. Only blow to Hamilton’s system – repeal of excise tax.

D. Cemented peaceful transfer of power by not destroying what came before.

VI. Marbury v. Madison

A. Judiciary Act of 1801 passed by lame duck Federalist congress.

B. Created 16 new federal judges – to be appointed by Adams before term expired.

C. Adams commissioned judges the night before Jefferson takes office – midnight judges.

D. left for new Sec of State, Madison, to deliver commissions – did not.

E. New Republican congress repeals 1801 act.

F. Marbury appointed judge but never received commission.

G. Asked Supreme Court for writ of mandamus – to force Madison to do job.

H. John Marshall (CJSC) another late appointment

1. did more for creation of strong central govt. than anyone but Hamilton with this decision*

2. Marshall and court declared Judiciary Act of 1789 Unconstitutional – which gave court power to issue writ of mandamus

3. First time judicial review used

4. Cleared up confusion caused by Virginia and Kentucky resolutions.

VII. Supreme Court Tested

A. Samuel Chase provoked republicans from federal bench

B. Accused the republicans of mobocracy

C. House of Reps impeached Chase for “High crimes and misdemeanors”

D. Not convicted in senate

E. Precedent set – court not reshaped through impeachment.*

VIII. Jefferson – Warrior

A. Against standing armies – might lead to dictatorship.

B. US ships being attacked off North Africa.

C. US won’t pay bribe and Pasha of Tripoli declared war on US.

D. Jefferson sends ships to Tripoli*

E. Reach peace in 1805

F. US shows willingness to use force

IX. Louisiana Purchase

A. In 1800 Spain secretly ceded Louisiana to France.

B. The “right of deposit” was ended in New Orleans.

C. French presence in Louisiana would force US into alliance with Britain in violation of non-entanglement policy.

D. Jefferson sends Livingston and Monroe to France to buy N.O. for $10 million.

E. Napoleon offers all of Louisiana for $15 million.

X. Why Sell Louisiana?

A. France was about to start new offensive against the British.

B. France failed to take Santa Domingo back from Toussaint L’Overture.

C. France did not want to drive US into arms of the British.

XI. Loose Constructionist Jefferson

A. Large land acquisitions not mentioned in the Constitution.

B. Jefferson proposed that the constitution should be amended but he was advised against waiting.

C. Republicans in Senate approved.

D. Federalist complained that it was not in constitution.

E. Added 828,000 square miles at about 3 cents an acre.

F. Doubled size of the US.

G. Jefferson chose embarrassment over losing windfall. *

H. By purchasing Louisiana the US avoided conflict w/ France and an entangling alliance w/ Britain.

XII. Exploring Louisiana

A. US now had full control over Mississippi. *

B. Lewis & Clark sent to explore.

1. Scientific mission with specific goals.

2. Mapped the Louisiana territory

3. Added to American claim on Oregon.

4. Demonstrated viability of an overland route to the Pacific.

C. Zubulon Pike also explored Louisiana – finding the headwaters of the Mississippi.

XIII. Election of 1804.

A. Jefferson v. Pinckney

B. Jefferson wins 162 electoral votes to 14.

C. France now at war with Britain.

XIV. Britain’s Manstealing

A. Begins impressment of sailors again.

B. In 1807 the British seized the US Frigate Chesapeake about 10 miles off the American coast.

C. Captain refused to give up 4 British deserters.

D. Britain fired on them.

XV. Embargo Act 1807

A. American navy weak – Jefferson cut back.

B. Jefferson decides to put economic pressure on Britain and France.

C. Congress passed Embargo Act

D. All exports forbidden.

E. Compromise between submission and shooting.

F. Stretched constitution’s regulation of commerce.

XVI. Successes and Failures of Embargo

A. Embargo Act fails because

1. British determination.

2. Overestimation of British dependence.

3. British bumper crop.

4. Opening of Latin American ports.

B. Success of Embargo – increase in US manufacturing.

C. Jefferson remained popular enough to win 3rd term but steps down establishing 2-term tradition.

D. Feared dictatorship and proposed that constitution be amended.

E. Supported Madison for presidency.

XVII. James Madison

A. Took oath of office 4 March 1809

B. Great legislator but poor president.

XVIII. Non Intercourse Act 1809

A. Changed Embargo – refusal to trade with just England and France.

B. England and France were still at war and did not want US to trade with enemy.

C. Expired in 1810.

XIX. Macon’s Bill #2 1810

A. Tried to bribe England or France into respecting US rights.

B. Removed trade blocks – but if either France or Britain changed their policies the US would stop trade with the other.

C. Napoleon takes advantage – removes restrictions.

D. Madison re-instates NON-importation against England.

XX. War Hawks

A. 12th Congress –1810- older submission men out – new generation which had not known war in.

B. Preferred action or war to defend American rights. *

C. Henry Clay becomes speaker of the House.

D. Wanted to expend American territory. *

E. Upset by British “orders in council” which prevented America from sending goods to Europe.

F. Wanted to go to war against Indians because they were a threat to American expansion.

XXI. Indian War

A. Indians worried about American expansion.

B. Americans were moving into Kentucky which was taboo to Indians – formed a border between north and south nations.

C. Tecumseh & the Prophet

1. Forged a confederacy of tribes east of Miss.

2. Thought Indians should not recognize whites as owners of land.

3. Thought no Indian should cede land to whites unless all Indians agree.

D. Congress sent William Henry Harrison after Tecumseh

1. Harrison defeats Tecumseh at Tippecanoe

2. Tecumseh killed at battle of the Thames. *

3. Death of Tecumseh kills confederacy.

E. In South Andrew Jackson crushes Creeks at battle of Horseshoe Bend – effectively squashing resistance east of the Miss.

XXII. Mr. Madison’s War – The War of 1812
A. Declared in June of 1812 – not knowing Britain had repealed the orders in council

B. South and West support war.

C. Federalist oppose war 

1. pro British

2. anti-napoleon

3. did not want Canada – agrarian therefor likely to vote Republican

D. New England not completely loyal during war

1. Many Northeasterners supported England with money and goods

2. New England Governors would not allow their militias serve out of state
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
