B) US beaten back at border
C) US successful in Great Lakes
D) Oliver Hazard Perry captures a British Fleet
E) Napoleon’s defeat allows Britain to send more troops

2) Battle stopped British advance in south
3) Peace treaty signed before battle but new reached rest of US first giving a false sense of cause and effect.
III.  Treaty of Ghent - December 24, 1814

A. Alexander I
B. British wanted control of Great Lakes and Indian buffer state.
C. War weariness from both France and America combined with American victories and economic losses made Britain deal.
D. Britain restored American territory stopped fighting
E. America claimed victory but did not achieve war hawk goals “no territory ceded or lost”
F. War restored status quo ante bellum
IV. Hartford Convention - December 1814

A. Meeting of prominent federalists

B. Passed several resolutions supporting changes to Constitution

1. 2/3 majority vote for war
2. 2/3 majority vote to admit new states
3. 2/3 majority vote for embargo
4. There were also calls for secession but they were voted down
5. Timing came just as Treaty of Ghent was signed and seemed disloyal
6. Signaled the end of the Federalist Party
V. Results of War

A.  War was not globally important
B. Restatement of independence
C. Intensified bitterness toward England
D.  1817 Rush – Bagot Agreement Disarmed Great Lakes and created the longest unarmed border in the world.
E. After war Europe soon returned to old course of conservatism, illiberalism and reaction.

VII. The American System  

A. Proposed by Henry Clay

B. Three Parts 

a) Re-charter Bank of U.S.

b) Create a protective tariff

c) Use funds from bank and tariff to build fed. system of roads and canals

C. Protective tariff was a reaction to dumping of goods by British on US market

D. John C. Calhoun  (SC) supports – helps get passed 

E. Daniel Webster (NH) opposed – thought would hurt shipping

F. Tariff of 1816 passed – first protective tariff

G. Bank Re-chartered in 1816

H. Federal transportation system failed

a) Madison and Monroe Vetoed – thought unconstitutional. For fed to build in states.

b) Federalists opposed – thought would drain pop in east

c) States built own transportation system – NY built Erie Canal.

VIII. Era of Good Feelings

A. Characterized by one party rule – Democratic Republicans

B. James Monroe soundly defeats Rufus King in 1816 and received all but one electoral vote in 1820.

C. Despite name troubled period as sectionalism starts to fracture nation.

D. Monroe not brilliant but steady leader – last member of the Virginia Dynasty

IX. Panic of 1819

A. First national financial panic since Washington took office.

B. Down turns will cycle every 20 years or so there after.

C. Caused by over-speculation on land on the Frontier

D. Brought about – deflation, depression, bankruptcies, bank failures, soup houses, and debtor’s prison.

E. Bank of U.S. becomes enemy of the west due to foreclosures.

F.   Land Act of 1820 reforms sale of public land – less money required to buy = actual residents rather than speculators.

X. Slavery and West  (sectionalism)

A. The Tallmadge Amendment 1819

1. Missouri petitioned for statehood in 1819

2. Missouri wanted to be a Slave state

3. Balance between free and slave states equal – (11-11)

4. North had advantage in House of Representatives (105-81)

5. James Tallmadge (PA) proposed that Missouri not allow any more slaves in and work for emancipation for those already there.

6. Amendment passed in House but blocked by South in Senate.

7. Would upset sectional balance and North could prevent the extension of slavery into new territories.

B. Missouri Compromise – 1820

1. Henry Clay proposed compromise.

2. Missouri to enter as slave state

3. Maine enters as free state

4. Louisiana Territory split at 36*30’ N.  With everything north being forever closed to slavery.

5. Compromise passed

6. Majority of Southern congressmen vote against.
7. Ducked slavery question
8. Jefferson thought it “it was like a fire bell ringing in the night”

XI.  John Marshall and the Supreme Court (Judicial Nationalism)
A.  Established precedent of judicial review.
B.  Looked at cases through Federalist and Hamiltonian lenses.
C.  Curbed state’s rights.
D.  McCulloch vs. Maryland

1) Maryland tried to tax U.S.  Banknotes.

2) Court denied Maryland’s right to do so.

3) Marshall – “the power to tax is the power to destroy”

4) Marshall reasoned that the constitution derived power from the consent of the governed and thus permitted the government to act in their interests.

5) Bank was in interest of the people.

E.  Cohens vs. Virginia

1. Cohens found guilty of illegally selling lottery tickets.

2. Appealed but lost in all Virginia courts – appealed to Supreme Court.

3. Virginia wins but precedent is set for courts to review state decisions.

F. Fletcher vs. Peck

1. Georgia legislature granted land after being bribed.

2. Public cried out and land grants were reversed.

3. Supreme Court overruled, as land grant was a contract.

4. Protected property rights against public pressure – rule of law.

XII. Diplomatic Nationalism – Secretary of State John Quincy Adams

A. John Quincy Adams – Sec. Of State for James Monroe
B. Great diplomat
C. Convention of 1818 (treaty of 1818)

1. continued ideas of Rush – Bagot Treaty
2. further defined U.S. – Canada border
3. U.S. Britain agree to share Oregon Territory for ten years

D. Florida Purchase Treaty – 1819 (Adams – Onis)

1. Many Americans wanted Florida.

2. Spanish empire was breaking up

3. Outlaws, Indians and former slaves were crossing border and attacking settlements.

4. Andrew Jackson is sent to put end to the problem.

5. Jackson crossed border and hanged alleged perpetrators after quick military trials.

6. Upsets Spanish – Monroe’s cabinet advises punishment of Jackson

7. Adams disagreed and assailed Spain for violating the Treaty of 1795 for not suppressing outlaws.

8. Adams thought that Spain should either cede Florida to the U.S. or control it.

9. Spain gave up Florida – and claims to Oregon in exchange for U.S. giving up claims on Texas and a solidifying of the Louisiana border.

10. In 1824 Russia would also give up its land south of 54*40’

Monroe Doctrine 1823

1) George Canning – British Foreign Minister
2) suggests joint declaration for new world
3) European nations would be warned to stay away
4) Monroe’s Advisors recommend that he take offer.
5) Adams against
6) thought it would hurt American expansion
7) did not consider Europe a threat
8) Thought England would keep out Europeans any way.
9) Monroe issues statement of his own
10) warned against colonization in western hemisphere
11) warned against European intervention in western hemisphere
12) it was a keep out sign
13) Reaction to Monroe Doctrine

· Americans were thrilled but soon forgot

· Europe monarchs angered

· U.S. could not enforce

· statement of American Isolation
