Circulatory System

Pulmonary Circulation- Where blood pumps to the lungs to exchange oxygen and carbon dioxide.
Systemic circulation- Where blood moves to the entire body

Vena Cava- Blood returns the heart in the large vessels

Right ventricle- pumps the blood to the lungs
Arteries- Carry blood away from the heart

Elastic Tissue- Helps force the blood through the Arteries

Capillaries- Thin-walled that have openings to allow only one red blood cell at at time pass

Lungs- Allow animals to breath 

Heart- Four chambered with two circulatory paths

Cardiac muscle- The wall of the heart is mostly made of this

Valves- keep blood flowing in once direction
