Endocrine System
Hormones- Help to regulate growth, sexual development and the metabolism of the cells.

Homeostasis- Is the stability of the internal environment of the animal that is necessary to maintain all of the normal functions.

Cholesterol- Is an essential compound in the physiology of mammals

Molecule- Makes up the hormone has a distinct shape.

Insulin- Stimulates the liver to convert glucose to glycogen and fat

Glucagons- Stimulates the liver to break down the glycogen to produce more glucose.

Hyperglycemic- Too much sugar in the blood

Hypoglycemic- Not enough sugar in the blood
