Animal Tissues 
Epithelial Tissue- Collections on cells packed together in sheet. Skin, UV rays from the sun, extremes of temperature and bacterial invasion.

Hypodermis- Beneath the epidermis and dermis is another layer of connective tissue. This layer protects these two layers which make up the actual skin.

Connective tissue- Supports organs and holds tissue together.

Muscular tissue- Allows mammals to move.

Skeletal muscle- attacks to the skeleton

Smooth muscle- It is an involuntary muscle, located in many hollow organs.

Cardiac muscle- Found in the heart

Myofibers- A muscle consist of thousands of muscle fibers or muscle cells.

Nervous tissue- Tissue that communicate among areas of the body, found in the brain and spinal cord.

Neurons- Large cells in the Nervous tissue.

Motor Neurons- cause an action such as contraction of muscle.

Interneuron’s- Communicate between neurons.

Sensory- Receptors that detect changes in the animal’s environment.
