Respiratory System
Nasal passages- Air enter the animal through the mouth.

Pharynx- Common opening in the back of the mouth that is used for both air exchange and swallowing.

Larynx- Contains the vocal folds, which allow vocalization in animals and humans.

Trachea- A firm windpipe that is palpable in the neck.
Intercostals muscles- Contract to raise the ribs

Pneumonia- Results from inflammation in the lungs.
Stethoscope- Instrument used to evaluate breathing

Lungs- Organs in the body used to breathing 
Bronchioles- Opens the airways and improves the delivery of air to the alveoli.
