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  Roller Sports Ontario Indoor Points Series Information 

ABOUT THE RACE SERIES: The Roller Sports Ontario Indoor Points Series (RSOIPS) is a co-ed “not- so- serious” inline speed skating competition series. The relatively low entry fee or family rate makes participation in each stage of the points series very affordable.

Any profit derived from The Points Series will be shared three ways:

          1. - Subsidize clinics,

          2. - Support Ontario skaters who represent Ontario at the Canadian Championships and are 

                selected to the Canadian World Team to compete at the current World Championships* 

          3. - Re-invest money back into the Points Series.

The ranking system seeds skaters to compete against those close in performance ability and results. It is flexible enough to compensate for the fact that skaters improve in their fitness and abilities during the season. After each distance, in each stage, all skaters are ranked -based on descending times from the fastest - one list of “mainstream” skaters and a separate list for the kids events. - Points gained by competitors at the end of each stage in the series are recorded according to age and gender categories.

REGISTRATION, CATEGORIES and LEVELS: Registration is completed once - on the competitor’s first race day in the series. For subsequent stages a skater is only required to check in and pay the fee for that stage. However please arrive in time to complete each stage’s registration or check in process. 

Entry Fee: to enter each or any one of the Points Series = $20 for Roller Sports Canada (RSC) members and $25 for non-RSC members. Payment can be cash or cheque payable to RSO Speed Coaches Assn.

Family rates:

· RSC Member Family of two - $20 for first + $10 for second,

      Family of 3 or more - $20 for first + $10 for second + $5 for third & subsequent     

· Non Member Family of two - $25 for first + $15 for second, 

      Family of 3 or more - $25 for first + $15 for second + $10 for third & subsequent

Kid’s Events: $15.00 - non-RSC member or first family member “day of event” fee. 
                       $10.00  - RSC members & Non member subsequent family members
POINTS, STANDINGS, AND AWARDS: After the Time Trial the skaters are ranked as one complete list (“kids” treated as a separate list), and everyone is sorted into ability groups for the remaining distances. However all groups results are ranked as one list after each distance so that skaters will earn points based on their time ranking - regardless of group level. For example, on race day, the fastest time will earn 45 points, and the slower times will receive points in descending order regardless of the total number of participants. Points for the Time Trial as well as the two other ability group races will be totalled to determine the overall individual ranking for each stage. The final overall ranking points are recorded for each person - by age category.


DNF = Skater(s) who Did Not Finish will receive half the number of points available after the last ranked skater in that event.


TIE(S) In the event of a tie at the end of a stage the process to break the tie is:

1. if a skater has not completed a distance, the tie will go to the skater who has completed most number of races. 

2. times will be added and the skater with the lower total time will break the tie..


The End of Series Overall & Age Category Rankings will be based on the total of the 3 best overall points from any stage. In the event of a tie, the total number of races completed will break the tie, if a tie remains, times recorded for the 3 best overall points will be totalled. The skater with the lowest total time will break the tie. Results, reports, standings, and photos will be published on the website.

Prize Money will be awarded after the completion of the series to first through sixth place in all mainstream age categories. (- Proportionate to each qualifying skater’s participation in the number of stages in the series.)

Age Category Events Challenge Trophies and Awards. A minimum of three stages must be entered to qualify for these awards. The results will be announced soon after the completion of the series and cash prizes mailed out but the trophies and awards for the top 3 Overall Ranking male and female skaters in each of the age categories - (Age as of Jan.1st 2008) will be presented at Stage 1 of the following year’s series. 

Juvenile 12yrs & under, 

Junior     13yrs not yet 17yrs

Senior     13yrs & over

Masters   35yrs & over, 

Grand Masters 45yrs & over.

· Prospective Junior and Senior RSC World team members are expected to participate in 3 out of the 4 series for indoor to qualify for funding. Volunteerism at any stage can be substituted for non - participation due to injury or medical condition.

DISTANCES: 300m individual time trial, 500m co-ed ability group races, 1000m co-ed ability group races.

Ability Levels or groups will be determined - based on the time-trial on race day, at each series.

“Kids’” open co-ed races for 7yrs & under and 8yrs to 12yrs, (age as of Jan 1st 2008)

Distances: 7yrs & under   = 200m TT, 300m, 400m 

                  8yrs to 12 yrs   =200m TT, 300m, 500m 
TRACK LAYOUT or pattern will be that of the National Inline Racing Association (NIRA). 

DE-CLASSIFICATION: fouling disqualifications in an event may result in a de-classification or the reduction of two placements or rankings to the offending skater’s overall rank for that event. This decision will be at the discretion of the Chief Referee.

RULES – START PROCEDURE: 

1. Skaters take position at the yellow or black dashed pre -start line - (0.75m behind the starting line.)

2. On command “To your mark” skaters position themselves at the starting line.

3. Wait for the command “set”, then assume their final starting position & become motionless until the start signal 

    of a gun or whistle is sounded.

False start - skaters return to the pre-start line and the complete starting procedure resumes. There will be a distinct interval between all skaters becoming motionless and the start signal of the gun or whistle.

For this RSOIP Series the first false start is charged to the whole field (all skaters on the line). If a second or subsequent skater false starts, they will be moved back to the pre-start line, a repeat offender will be disqualified from that race only.

Time Trials – skaters must use a standing start. Only command will be “ready” then 15 seconds is given to initiate the start – if not a false start is declared.
