                                             Information:  Revised June 25th

Series = Four stages held on selected Saturdays or Sundays throughout the 2008 season. 

Mainstream Events:  1500m Time Trial, 500m sprint & 10km distance. Same distances each stage. Age as of Jan 1st 2008

Non-mainstream Events - Kids Open Races: Age as of Jan 1st 2008

7yrs & under           = 200m TT, 400m, 600m - same distances at each stage

8yrs not yet 13yrs   = 300m TT, 500m, 1000m - same distances at each stage 

Awards for the Kids Races will be given after the completion of each stage.

Start Times: Registration - 9:00am. General Warm Up - 9:30am.

Entry Fees for Each Stage: 

Mainstream Events: $20.00 - RSO/RSC Members, $25 for non-RSO/RSC members.

Kid’s Events:            $15.00 - Includes a non-RSC member, “day of event” participation fee.

Family rates:

· RSC Member Family of two - $20 for first + $10 for second,

      Family of 3 or more - $20 for first + $10 for second + $5 for third & subsequent 

· Non-Member Family of two - $25 for first + $15 for second, 

      Family of 3 or more - $25 for first + $15 for second + $10 for third & subsequent          

· Kids Events: Family – $15 for first $10 for second & subsequent

Payment: cash or cheque payable to RSO Speed Coaches Assn.

Registration:

Registration is completed once - at a competitor’s first race day in the series. For subsequent stages a skater is required to check in and pay the fee for that stage. Please arrive in time to complete the registration or check in process. A draw for start order of the time trial (TT) is completed at that time. Placement in the TT will determine start position on the line for the 500m.

Waiver: is completed once  - for the whole series - at a competitor’s first race day in the series.
Race Format / Schedule: 

#1: Time-trial. – (usually two or three skaters at a time starting approx 10 seconds apart). 

#2: Kid’s time-trial, then next mainstream distance alternating with Kid’s next distance.

The longest distance will be the last event of each stage. 

Ability Level Groups for all skaters will be determined at each stage of the series, based on the time-trial results and the total number of competitors – (kids events separate from mainstream).

One Preem lap with points of 5, 3, 1 will be awarded for 1st 2nd 3rd positions in the mainstream 10km distance race in each stage. The preem lap will be indicated by the ringing of a bell.

A Finish chute may be used for the group races. When used it will be the inside lane of track beginning after the finish line.

· Enter the “chute” lane after crossing the finish line and stay in position (no passing in the 

      chute lane- if this happens please return to your proper finish order before confirmation of

  your placement by a race official and leaving the track.)

· Make sure your name and or competitor number is recorded by the race official 

before you leave the chute lane.

DE-CLASSIFICATION: fouling disqualifications in an event may result in a de-classification - the reduction of two placements or rankings in the offending skater’s overall ranking of that event. The decision will be at the discretion of the Chief Referee.

POINTS, STANDINGS, AND AWARDS: All times from each of the Ability Level Groups in each distance will be ranked on one master list (mainstream separate from kids) with descending times from the fastest.  Skaters will earn points based on their time ranking - regardless of ability group level. For example, on race day, the fastest time will earn 45 points, (kids 25 points) and the slower times will receive points in descending order regardless of the total number of participants. Points for the Time Trial as well as the two other ability group races plus preems will be added to determine the overall individual ranking for each stage. 

DNF (Did not finish) – skater(s) will be awarded half the # of points for the last ranking for that distance.

Points gained by competitors at the end of each stage in the series are recorded according to age and gender categories. At the end of the series the top 3 skaters in each age and gender category will be recognized with awards for placements. 

Cash prizes will also be given for placements 1 through 5 with the amounts based on the number of stages each skater completed. 
Cash prizes apply to mainstream events only.


Tie Breaker Rule:

1. A skater competing in all distances breaks a point’s tie with skater(s) who did not compete in each distance in a stage or within the three best final results used.

2. Tie remaining - Times will be added and the skater with the lower total time will break the tie.

Final End of Series Overall Rankings   will be based on the total of the best 3 final ranking points from any stage in the series. Tie Breaker Rule above will be used as required. 

Challenge Trophy Awards and Plaques will be presented at the completion of the Series as per the following mainstream male and female age groupings  - (ages as of Jan.1st): 

To be eligible for an award based on the final mainstream category tabulation result of the series; skaters must have participated in three out of the four stages in the series.
Juvenile 12yrs & under, Junior 13yrs not yet 17yrs, Senior 13yrs & over, Masters  35yrs & over, 

Grand Masters 45yrs & over.

* Prospective Junior and Senior RSC World Team Members are expected to participate in 3 out of the 4 series to qualify for funding - if available. Volunteerism at any stage can be substituted for non- participation due to injury or medical condition.

Washrooms: Porto Potty or toilet facilities on site.

First Aid: Use of the host club’s first aid kit. Club members with first aid qualifications will be in attendance.

Safety Equipment: Helmets mandatory. Wrist guards highly recommended.

The wearing of a Personal Entertainment Device whilst on the track is not permitted - at any time.
