· Insanity
· Shakespeare’s Life (outside the theater)
· The Early History of the Military- (14th 15th

· The History/ Country of Denmark
2)Artistic: Create a visual representation of any scene that sticks out in your mind.  You may draw, cut & paste pictures, or use computer graphics to accomplish this.
3)Writing: Write a Paired- Passage essay.(4 Paragraphs Minimum)
· Chose one of the poems distributed and find a “Controlling Idea” based on the poem you chose and Hamlet.

4)Writing: Write a Critical Lens essay.  (4 Paragraphs Minimum)
· “In many works of literature, an individual’s encounter with death or destruction ultimately leads to the individual’s affirmation of the dignity and worth of human life.”  
This theme can easily be seen in Hamlet. With proof from the text, please write a critical lens essay proving or disproving the statement listed above. Also, choose a second work that you have read to complete the assignment.
· 5)(Extra Credit) Writing: Please choose one (1) of the following projects.  

(Remember use evidence from the text to support your ideas.)
· Songs:  Rewrite Ophelia’s suicide song or write a song dedicated to one of the men in her life.  For example (Hamlet, Laertes, Polonius) 
· College Application:  Pretend you are Hamlet and you are applying to college.  Write an autobiographical essay.
Court Transcript:  You are a prosecutor that questioned Claudius about the King’s murder.  Provide details and dialogue from the trial.
