1) Research: Please find information on one of the following topics.  You will be required to write a two-page research paper on one of the following topics.  Please follow proper format.
· The Real Julius Caesar
· The Possibilities of a Supernatural Presence (Ghosts)

· Biographies of Caesar's great contemporaries; men like Pompey, Crassus, Cicero, Brutus, Antony, Cato
· Another Shakespearean Play

· Rome after Caesar’s death
· Roman Reforms under Caesar
· Shakespeare’s Life (outside the theater)

· The History of the Roman Military

· Foreign Adaptations of Shakespeare’s Work- (Akira Kurosawa)

· The History of the Roman Empire (General)
2) Artistic:

3) Writing: Write a well-organized critical lens essay.
