Proposition 10: This method for bisecting lines takes less actual work than it appears to. It is really no more than the double equilateral triangle.

Proposition 11:

	To draw a straight line at right angles to a given straight line from a given point on It This and the next proposition both construct a perpendicular to a line through a given point. The difference is that the given point lies on the line in this proposition but doesn't in the next.
