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I do believe that both dictatorial despotism and monarchism should be both abolished peacefully. I believe that democracy is the "natural" socio-political system in this world. Democracy should be in accordance with the principles of the diversity in the universe. This means that democracy should be developed in accordance with the existing cultural values of each nation in our world. Hence, there is no such thing as a supreme model for a democratic system. The American type of democracy should not be imposed as the only "viable" socio-political system in our world. Of course, there are "universal standards" for every system in this world. Such "universal standards" ,like human rights, are not limited by any national boundary, cultural value or traditional institution. "Universal standards" are applicable to every community, tribe or nation in this world. But each nation in this world should be allowed to develop its own "brand" of democracy without undermining the "universal standards" known to every human being. 
Is monarchism still relevant in our modern world? Monarchism, both absolute and constitutional, hinders democracy in a great way. Absolute monarchism makes individualism worthless because such tyranny suppresses and represses the individual's civil rights. In fact, absolute monarchism is the first form of dictatorship in our world. The despotism of absolute monarchism is not different from the despotism of such tyrannies like totalitarian communist regimes or supremacist fascist dictatorships. Constitutional monarchism is also a hindrance to full democracy. A "constitutional monarch" is the "nominal" head of state, while the prime minister is the "actual" head of state. But constitutional monarchs have "certain privileges" bestowed only to them and their respective families and close relatives, while the ordinary citizens in such constitutional- monarchial states don't have such "certain privileges". Such certain privileges make the royal families and their close relatives as "influential" groups in their respective countries. Such "certain privileges" are inherited only by the constitutional monarchs and their respective families and close relatives, which, therefore, undermine the powers of "individual initiative", equality before legal contracts and the general people's will in elections and referendums. Look at the case of the British Commonwealth of Nations. The British monarch is the nominal head of state in such countries as Jamaica, Australia, Canada, New Zealand or the Bahamas. Jamaica and Bahamas have Black majorities. But the nominal head of state for both Jamaica and the Bahamas is a "White" ruler in the person of Queen Elizabeth II. That is something "racist" for both Jamaica and the Bahamas which will not have the opportunity to elect a "Black" head of state as long as they remain under the titular rule of the British monarch. The peoples of Canada, Australia and New Zealand are all paying taxes at their respective governments. While the respective governments of Canada, Australia and New Zealand are contributing huge amount of money to maintain the pomp and pageantry of the British royalty. While the members of the British royalty don't have to pay any tax at all in spite of the big businesses being owned by the members of the British royal family members and their closest relatives. Is that compatible to the capitalist orientation of free and fair trade and taxation with representation?
I believe that both dictatorial and monarchial forms of governance should be abolished through peaceful, constitutional and legal means in this world. Democracy is the only "natural" socio-political system in this world. What will happen if monarchial governance will eventually disappear in our world? Such an event would lead to global democratization. Having global democratization is only making humanity return to the "natural" ways of living in this world. Returning to the "natural" ways would lessen alienation, dissatisfaction, oppression, cruelty, and repression among human beings. The kings and queens of this world can still retain their titles. Being "king" would only mean as having the highest rank among noblemen. Being "queen" would just be having the highest rank among noblewomen. But the king and the queen and their family members can run for elective posts. This means that the king, queen and their family members and closest relatives can run for public offices which have long been denied to them under a constitutional-monarchial set-up. But in return, the king or the queen would have to abdicate from their positions as "nominal" rulers under a constitutional-monarchial set-up. But at least, the king or queen can have the opportunity to be the nominal or actual head of state if elected by his/her people. But such positions or public offices should be limited by fixed terms or periods under constitutional provisions. This means that the position of being a head of state will not be something of a lifetime position anymore in any part of this world. That can only happen if global democratization would become a "success" all over this current world.
