Dear Mr. Pinera, 

You advocate a noble and lofty ideal. There's only one problem with it: It Don't Work. 

Unfortunately, human beings are less-than-perfect moral creatures who rarely place the common good above their individual advantages. Even worse, human beings are less-than-clearsighted about their own moral shortcomings and tend to see all issues in the light most favorable to themselves, producing major conflicts over Truth, Reality and even Facts which they semi-purposefully blind themselves to. This means that the more humans you have involved in any government, the less perfect it tends to become. 

Humans have a proven capacity for altruism and self-sacrifice, but it is well-documented that this works best, when it works at all, in small tribal groups numbering between 300-1000. It can work adequately in small city-states numbering under 40,000, as friend-of-a-friend connections lead almost all individuals to have contact, within three removes, with even the highest leadership. Above that, however, it breaks down. This is one reason why the founders of the United States chose to use a multi-staged indirect elections system rather than direct democracy, in the hope that in such a system, every voter would have *personal* contact -- and therefore personal leverage -- with the individuals they chose to represent them. Unfortunately, the geometric expansion of the United States coupled with the maintenance of the original number of stages in the ladder of selection, left all the worst elements of both the direct mobocracy and the elitist oligarchy in place simultaneously. We now have election of the corrupt, controlled by the ignorant. No matter how democratic, this is not a Good Thing. Let this be a warning. 

Other nations might aspire to true democracy based on smaller populations and more direct personal contact between the leaders and the led. Many mechanisms of social control work, like the Strong Molecular Force, only at very short distances. But to achieve the democracy you dream of ... will take a whole lot of footwork. In America, Russia, and China, it will require dismantling of the entire existing State. I hope that you are young and VERY energetic ... but in addition to enthusiasm and the intelligence that you have displayed, you will also need more knowledge and good strategy. I can give you a reading list if you're interested.
