This is an explanation of everything on the attached reel of projects I have directed. It is in no particular order. 

TRACK 1: “To The Point with Congressman Bill Pascrell”, recorded 24 June 2002

As part of its mission on the campus of William Paterson University, IRT (Instruction and Research Technology, the professional staffed 
Broadcast and Production element of the Communication Department) began recording a series of 28 minute shows with Congressman Bill 
Pascrell (D – NJ 8). These shows had topics of both local and national importance, and were broadcast throughout Congressman Pascrell’s 
North Jersey district as well as in Washington, DC. Being produced and booked by the Congressman’s Capitol Hill staff, the production 
crew itself was staffed by IRT. Rusty was selected by company management to direct the series, and as the first director he had an 
opportunity launch a new program - developing the look of the show, being a part of shot blocking, set design, and show formatting, from 
creating a rundown to a graphics package.

Shot in the Jesus Christ Prince of Peace Chapel in Haledon, NJ, "The Word: Alive and Well with Father Lou Scurti" is an international 
award-winning Roman Catholic faith-based half-hour talk show produced by staff, interns and volunteers from CCMCommunications, the 
Jesus Christ Prince of Peace Chapel and Campus Ministry community, William Paterson University, and from Passaic County. The show 
has been in production at the William Paterson Communication Department's Television Studios since 1992, and is now produced weekly 
at the owned-and-operated CCMCommunications Television Operations Center on site at the Jesus Christ: Prince of Peace Chapel.  The 
show is currently syndicated on over 45 networks from New York to California, Louisiana to Toronto. This specific show, which includes a 
director track, is with a guest from the Catholic Extension Society, which provided elements to be used in the production which were edited 
and compiled by Rusty. This is a wonderful example of a standard live-to-tape show which Rusty had directed since 2000 at 3 shows a 
week for 42 weeks a year. This is part 1 of 2 – the show includes a 10-15 minute package in the middle; this is the 5 minutes prior to that.

This is a 28-minute edit down of the full 2 hour event, which was a 
multi-camera record of a concert with choirs and orchestras. It is an example of coverage of a large-scale remote event.
