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The website that we are to design will be used by Rutgers Students to sell their books. We realized that the prize that people pay for their books is gigantic. And the amount students receive back by selling the books is much smaller. So, using our website students can post advertisements to sell their books after paying a posting fee of $1.00 per advertisement. With this website students will be able to buy cheap books. There is an ease of use and ease to obtain the books since there will be no shipping charges. Students don’t have to waste their time standing in lines. Students will make more profit by selling their books using our system.

An approximate website overview:


Page 1: The home page will be created that will include the options to:

· Browse through the advertisements

· Place a posting for an advertisement.

· Edit an advertisement

· Contact the website administrator for questions or comments.

Page 1.1: A page will be created to Browse through the advertisements. The user will select a course number that follows the standard course number format in the Student Registration catalog. The page will lead to the page containing the list of advertisements.

Page 1.1.1: A page will be linking to the database will be created. It will display the advertisements and the attributes for the subject entered by the user.

Page 1.2: A page will be created where the seller posting the advertisement will pay a fee of $1.00 through credit card.

Page 1.2.1: A page will be created that will contain the form which the seller can fill. It will contain the attributes: Course number, Name of Book, Price of book, ISBN of book, condition of book, and Comments. Precautions need to be taken so that the form is not submitted until all the attributes are filled out with correct information. An ID# will be given to the user for the advertisement.

Page 1.3: A page will be created so that the seller can edit an already posted advertisement. Here the user will enter the ID#, which will lead the user to the page where the actual editing can take place.

Page 1.3.1: A page is linked to the advertisement of the user, where a user can edit the old advertisement and submit the new one.

Page 1.4: A page will be created so that the user can fill out a form containing the problems, questions, or comments the user is having, and can then submit the form which will be emailed to the system administrator.

Time permitting, a database will be created that contains the prices of the books at the local Rutgers bookstores. And time permitting, a database will be created that contains the average selling price of the books posted. This can act as a recommended price for the sellers who post their ads. These data will be displayed on Page 1.2.1 so that the seller posting the advertisement has a good idea of the recommended selling price.

The databases will be created and maintained through Microsoft Access. Whatever programming and scripting requirements are necessary to implement these ideas will be learnt in the process of developing this website.
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
