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Review Elements of Tragedy, plot, and characters from the play. 
How is the play's theme developed by the actions of Cassius and Brutus in the final act?
1) The theme is developed by Cassius and Brutus by their actions.  They made a mistake and assumption about Caesar that cost both of them their lives.  The theme is that people will construe reality to their own fashion depending on how they want to interpret it.  Cassius saw Caesar as ambitious and dangerous.  Brutus didn’t see Antony as someone to fight back which caused a lot of problems later on.  Then theme developed around all the bad choices made by Cassius and Brutus.
How does Brutus's guilty conscience cause him to make a series of tactical errors that begin in act 4?
2) Brutus has a guilty conscience throughout the rest of the play after he kills Caesar. His guilt begins to affect his performance starting in act 4. He makes bad decisions regarding relations with Cassius and his army. He accuses Cassius of taking bribes when he did not want anyone to take bribes. He gets into a big fight with him which probably might have contributed to Cassius' suicide. He also tells his soldiers to run from the battle instead of fighting it out and possibly winning. He gives up to easily because he is guilty and ready to die.
