6a. “To cut the head off and then hack the limbs”

“Let’ps carve him as a dish fit for the gods”

“Let’s kill him boldly, but not wrathfully”

6b. He is seeing a ghost but he should not be able to see it.


6c. He uses different words to make the killing not seem as bad as it really is by saying that he struck Caesar with love instead of saying that he stabbed him.

6d. Brutus is seen as very honorable and he only sees the good in people so he is friendly and accommodating to Antony because of his honorable and friendly personality.
