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Hubris – Caesar was a prideful ruler. He had great pride for himself that was quite evident in his words and actions. 

Anagnorisis – Brutus never truly recognizes what he did wrong and tries to make up more excuses in the end to justify the killing of Caesar. He stilled believed that it was for the good of Rome.  
Perepetia -  Brutus used to have everyone on his side including the crowd, until Antony made his speech because it turned everyone over and everything becomes worse because he loses all of his 
Hamartia – Brutus’s flaw is that he is too noble and honest.
Catharsis - The audience feels relieved when the death of Caesar occurs because Shakespeare develops a negative image of Caesar hence the audience feels unsympathetic for Caesar. When Antony is giving the speech to the people about Caesar the people feel sympathetic towards Caesar because they are told that Caesar’
