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1 MISSION STATEMENT 


Rye and District Sea Cadets - T.S. Rye is a local uniformed youth organisation that promotes adventurous activities for young people aged between 10 and 18 years of age. We operate an equal opportunities policy with regard to sex, religion, race and disability (within safety confines). All of our instructors are trained by the Sea Cadet Corps and hold nationally recognised qualifications for the adventurous and waterborne activities that they undertake. They will also hold a valid First 
Aid Certificate. Rye and District Sea Cadets aim to give today's youth the opportunity of developing their potential using teamwork and leadership skills training. Instilling a pride in themselves, their peers and their unit. We promote an understanding of personal ability and recognition of opportunity. The Sea cadet Corps is not a pre service organisation for the Royal Navy. We do promote the historical, social and economic links our country has had with the sea. 

1.1 THE SEA CADET PROMISE 


After successful completion of a six-week basic training syllabus, the new entry will be asked to make his/her Sea Cadet Promise at an enrolment ceremony. This takes place once a month. (See 3.1.) 

" I promise to serve my God my Queen, My Country and the Sea Cadet Corps and to obey the orders of my superior Officers. I will be proud of my uniform and be smart and seaman like in wearing it and always do my duty." 

2 TIMES, COST & LOCATION 



2.1 Timings 


Monday and Friday evenings 18.50 - 21.00. 
Some weekends, usually Friday Evening - Sunday afternoon for additional training/activities. We may also on occasion meet at other such times that are appropriate for that activity. Parents will be notified accordingly. 


2.2 Subscription 



For Junior Cadets - aged 10 - 12, 75p per month 
Cadets - aged 12 - 18, £2.00 per month 


Additional costs may be applicable for weekends/special activities; this is notified in writing from the Commanding Officer. 



2.2 Location 


The unit is located in Rye, at Rock Channel off St Margaret's Terrace. This is the turning opposite the Simply Italian Restaurant, close to Strand Quay. The area is fairly narrow and dimly lit, we suggest that parents deliver and collect their children or arrange to arrive as a group. People living in outlying villages/towns should contact the unit to see if arrangements for transport can be made. 

 
3 CLOTHING AND EQUIPMENT 


Uniform is issued on loan and remains the property of the MoD (N). It must be returned when the cadet is discharged from the unit. Uniform is loaned upon receipt of a £10 deposit and is returned once all uniform is returned and accounted for. 
Most of the uniform can be issued from the units clothing store, however the Sea cadets have limited supplies of berets and boots. Berets are available from the clothing store and local retailers (ask staff for details). Beret badges can be purchased from the clothing store. We do have a limited supply of boots and these are available at £10 per pair. The unit provides rank and qualification badges as the cadet progresses through the rank system. There is a charge made to the unit for each badge and therefore we will pass this cost onto the cadet if they are lost or damaged. 
If the cadet wishes to undertake specialist-training activities such as the Duke Of Edinburgh's award, expedition training etc we recommend that they purchase their own walking boots - speak to the E.T. Officer for info. Other equipment such as tents and rucksacks may be borrowed on loan from the unit's own stores. 
Cadets should not purchase their own safety equipment i.e. buoyancy aids as there are certain standards that need to be met and only certain types are authorised for Sea Cadet use. The boats officer can make suggestions about buoyancy aids. 



3.1 Clothing Care and Appearance 


The care of clothing is the individual responsibility of each cadet and will reflect the cadet's performance within the unit. Regular uniform inspections take place - usually on the first Monday of each month and any problems arising from cadets growth can be spotted and exchanges made. The care of uniform is paramount since we will only issue uniform in exchange for uniform in good condition. 


3.2 Simple Tips for uniform care and appearance 

3.2.1 Do's 

· Sew Badges onto uniform 

· Keep uniform items clean and pressed 

· Dry clean No 1 uniform with the exception of white front and collar that can be washed. 

· No 4 uniform to be washed - Jersey to be hand washed. 

· Polish boots and shoes regularly. 

· Ensure white parts of caps cleaned thoroughly. 

· Wear only black socks. 

· Only Female cadets may wear jewellery. This consists of one pair of plain studs. 

· Wear only dark Navy or Black hairnets. 


3.2.2 Don't

· Use "No Sew" or glue to attach badges to uniform. 

· Wash No. 1 Dress uniform. 

· Wash Woollen Pullovers in water heated over 40 C. 

· Wear excessive jewellery i.e. multiple earrings, Nose Studs etc. 

· Wear multicoloured buns or elastic hair bands. 
· Wear friendship/multi coloured wristbands. 
· Allow you pets to sleep/nest on any uniform! 



3.3 Uniform Issued on Loan 


All Cadets receive two sets of uniform - No 4's Working rig (Number Fours) and No 1's Best Uniform (Number Ones). They consist of:

5 CADET WELFARE 



5.1 Medication 


If cadets are required to take prescribed medication whilst at the unit, parents or guardians must inform the Commanding Officer in writing. This information must include the type of medication, dosage, timings and any other specific requirements. This information will be held in the strictest of confidence. 
All medication is to be handed into the ships office on arrival at the unit except for self-administered inhaler type medication. 
We will not allow a cadet to take medication without the written consent of the parent or guardian. We are also unable to administer medication for minor problems such as headache. 
At activities other than the usual parade nights, all medication must be registered on the parents consent form known as a SCC T1 Form that will be distributed prior to the activity. This form is compulsory for cadets attending that particular training activity, and all information on the form such as the contact details of their doctor must be completed. Failure to do so may lead to that cadet being returned home. 



5.2 Smoking 


The Sea Cadet Corps has adopted a stringent "No Smoking Policy" to protect cadets and staff from the harmful effects that smoking can have. Rye Unit is no exception. The unit is very old, dating back to the 1700's and is built mainly from old ships timbers that are very dry and we feel that smoking within the unit perimeter poses a significant fire hazard. 



5.3 Aerosols 


Aerosols have been a problem at Sea Cadet activities in the past and they have therefore been banned. We suggest that if you wish to use deodorant (the main aerosol cadets use) that it is of the roll on variety. Aerosols will be confiscated and kept until the end of the activity if found by staff. 

 
6 STRUCTURE OF THE UNIT 



6.1 The Unit Management Committee (UMC) 

Each Sea Cadet unit is operated as an independent charity, run by its own Management Committee under the umbrella of The Sea Cadet Association. The UMC, as charity trustees are responsible for all aspects of the unit's activities and facilities.

6.2 The Parents and Friends Association (PFA) 


The PFA are also a vital part in the running of the unit, undertaking the local fundraising effort and help with the daily administration of the unit. 
This allows the instructors to concentrate on training and activities. Rye Sea Cadets are always looking for volunteers to help support the unit, and we would welcome you to our next PFA meeting held at the unit. Please ask the units administration Office for times and dates. The chairperson holds a permanent seat on the PFA. 



6.3 The Sea Cadet Staff 


The staff within the Sea Cadets are both uniformed and civilian and operate under the Command of an officer appointed into the Royal Navy Reserve (RNR) The units Commanding officer and Unit Chaplain hold permanent seats on the UMC. 
All adult members of a Sea Cadet Unit are voluntary workers. Uniformed members of staff are paid by the MoD (N) for a small number of days per year however this does not fully compensate them for their time, effort and commitment given to the organisation. Civilian Instructors UMC and PFA personnel receive no remuneration except foe "out of pocket" expenses e.g. transport costs for SCC activities. 



6.4 Criminal Records Disclosure 


With the ever-present risk to children from adults within our society, it is necessary for all staff and people with access to children within the Sea Cadet Corps to undergo a compulsory Criminal Record Police Check. All staff currently at the unit has undergone such a check. Parents and friends that are willing to give their time to help in activities such as "Stand Easy" also need a check - the Commanding officer will be able to help with any queries that should arise from this.
