THE COUNTRY CODE 
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1. Respect other people. Be polite, explain what you are doing if asked. Thank them if they have helped you. 


2. Guard against fire.  Do NOT light bonfires/campfires. Take care with matches and stoves. 


3. Leave all gates as you found them, either open or fastened shut. A farmer may have left a gate open for a purpose. 


4. Keep dogs under control. 


5. Keep to public paths, specially across farmland. Walk around a field if a path is not visible across it. Walk in single file. Do not trample crops. 


6. Gates and stiles should be used to cross fences and hedges. If you do have to climb a gate, climb it at the hinge where it is stronger. 


7. Leave livestock, crops and machinery alone. In 1993, one hundred and thirty seven people were injured - four were killed by farm animals! 


8. Do NOT drop litter. Do NOT bury litter. Do NOT burn litter. Take it home. 


9. Keep water clean. Do not pour fat into or wash in streams. 


10. Protect wildlife, plants and trees. 


11. Take care on roads. Face on coming traffic. 


12. Do not make unnecessary noise. Other people do not want to hear you.
