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This is known as the Fire Triangle, in order for fires to exist, they need 3 elements:

1. Heat

2. Oxygen

3. Fuel

By removing any of these 3 elements, the fire will stop.  So fire extinguishers are designed to take away these three elements.  

For example:

Water extinguishers are wet and therefore take away the Heat - they cool the fire.

Carbon dioxide extinguishers use gas, which is heavier than oxygen, the CO2, smothers the fire and suffocates it.  The gas is also very cold and cool’s the fire.
