When correctly fastened and inflated a lifejacket will normally keep you floating face upwards even if you are unconscious.  Lifejackets issued in the SCC must be of British Standard 3595.

BUOYANCY AID


Buoyancy aids are easy to put on correctly. They give more protection from the cold. However, if you are unconscious it will not necessarily turn you to float face upward in the water.  Buoyancy aids used in the SCC must reach certain standards and be at least 50 Newtons.
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
