OCCASIONAL DUTIES

OFFICER OF THE DAY

The OOD is responsible for:

1. Ensuring that the ships routine runs on time.

2. That Colours and Evening Colours are carried out on time.

3. That Stand Easy is properly supervised.

4. Keeping the QM informed of expected visitors.

5. Carrying out rounds- ensuring that the Unit is secure in all respects, and to sign the Ships Log that this is so.

6. Ensuring that Cadets do not go ashore without consent.

7. Ensuring that the QM and Duty Hands carry out their duties correctly.

8. Carrying out any other duties as directed by the First Lieutenant.

QUARTERMASTER

The QM is responsible to the OOD for the running of the Ships Routine as laid down by the First Lieutenant.

1. The QM will make all pipes as necessary to ensure routine runs to time.

2. The QM is responsible for security on the Gangway, and is to challenge all visitors to the Unit, asking to see a form of identification as appropriate.  All uniformed Officers and Instructors  (Whether in Uniform or not) should be asked for their ID cards.  Visitors not known to the QM should be kept at the gangway and advice sought from the OOD.

3. The QM is to ensure the Ships Bell is struck at appropriate times.

4. The QM is responsible for seeing that the Ships Log and Visitors Log are completed correctly.

DUTY LEADING CADET

The Duty Leading Cadet is responsible for the Ships Company mustering by Divisions for Colours and Evening Colours, and by classes following Stand Easy.

The Duty Leading Cadet is responsible for seeing that the Duty Division tidy up the Messdecks, Flats and Heads before Evening Colours.

DUTY HANDS

The Duty Hands will act as Signalmen during Colours and Evening Colours, giving any other assistance to the QM and Duty Leading Cadet as required.
